A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY

WHEREAS, Indian River County has adopted the Property
Maintenance Code at Section 403, Indian River County Code; and '

WHEREAS, Section 403.08 of the Property Maintenance Code
provides for the recovery of the costs of repairs to and/or demolitions of unsafe
structures by policies and procedures established by the local governing body;
and

WHEREAS, Section 100.080 of the Indian River County Code
provides that the Board of County Commissioners may cause, by resolution, a
lien to be filed in the Official Record Books of the County against the property for
the costs incurred by the County; and _

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 162, F.S., notice of intent to adopt
a lien resolution has been given to the proposed lienee(s),

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF
COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF INDIAN RIVER COUNTY, FLORIDA, that the
unsafe structures on the properties described on the attached Condemnation List
be demolished; and that any costs incurred by County government as a result of
such demolition undertaken at the direction. of the Board of County
Commissioners shall be recovered from the property upon which each unsafe
structure is located, as identified in the attached Condemnation List. The costs
of such demolition shall be reported to the Building Director who shall notify the
County Attorney's Office to prepare lien(s) for the recovery of those costs,

to be placed upon the real property of the unsafe structures as listed in the
attached Condemnation List, any such liens bearing interest at the rate
established by the Board of County Commissioners for the calendar year in
which the lien is recorded, such interest to commence accruing from the date the
lien is recorded in the Public Records of Indian River County, Florida, until such
time as the lien, including interest, is paid.

BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:

On March 11, 2008 the Board of County Commissioners approved Panamerican Consultants, Inc. of Tampa,
Florida to perform a Phase I Cultural Resource Survey for $2,977.11 at the Spoonbill Marsh. Panamerican
Consultants, Inc. has completed the survey. No cultural material was found and no additional archacological or
historical investigation of this project area is recommended. Panamerican Consultants, Inc. has submitted an
invoice, for final payment. Payment in the amount of $2,977.11 will fulfill the County’s obligation to
Panamerican Consultants, Inc.

Subject: Grand Harbor Spoonbill Marsh — Archaeological Survey

BACKGROUND:

On November 16, 2004 the Board of County Commissioners (BCC) authorized staff to proceed with design of
the Spoonbill Marsh Site (FKA Grand Harbor Mosquito Impoundment Restoration Site). The project is now
completely permitted with all State and local govermnment agencies and Construction Plans are complete. We were
notified January 22, 2008 by the Division of Historical Resources that the site should be subjected to a
professional cnltural resource survey. We were nofified by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection
staff that only the western 1/3 of the Spoonbill Marsh Parcel or 23 acres would require for a survey (see
attached copy of e-mail).

ANALYSIS:
To comply with this request, we obtained proposal from three consulting firms that provide this type of service.
1. Robert F. Westrick R.P.A. Vero Beach, FL $7,292.00
2. Brockington and Associates Jacksonville, FL $6,696.50
3. Panamerican Consultants, Inc. Tampa, FL $2,977.11
RECOMMENDATION:

1. Staff recommends entering into a contract with Panamerican Consuitants, Inc. of Tampa, FL and
authorizing the chairman to execute same, as presented. All work is to be complete within 40 days from

notice to proceed. ;

SUBJECT: Citrus Springs Subdivision Sidewalk Letters of Credit

Following our meeting of March 13th with the Citrus Springs Master Homeowners
Association, | did some research into the status of letters of credit posted to secure
construction of interior sidewalks in Citrus Springs Subdivision Village D Phase i, Village
E, and Village F Phase Il. The Engineering Division conducted an inspection of these
three villages and found the sidewalks were not complete. The time set forth by the
contract for the developer, Suntree Partners, to finish the work has expired, and Suntree
is now in breach of the contract. On February 21, 2008 Suntree was notified of the fact
that the sidewalks had not been installed and Suntree was invited to extend or modify
the existing agreements. To date, the County has not had a response to its letters dated
February 21, 2008.

Suntree posted letters of credit as security for all three contracts. The letters of credit
expire on May 31, 2008. Often times, developers will wait until the last minute to extend
sidewalk contracts. We normally do not call the ietters of credit until approximately two
weeks before the expiration date. In order to call the letter of credit, we must notify the
bank in writing that the contract is in default and the County Administrator, County
Attorney, and Director of the Office of Management and Budget must sign this letter.
Upon receipt of funds from the bank, the County is obligated to hire a contactor to
construct the sidewalks. The Board of County Commissioners can direct staff to call the

letters of credit earlier than two weeks before their expiration if they so choose. Stoutd—————
you wish the Board to consider this option, kindly place it on an up coming commission
agenda.
