WHEREAS, on September 30th 2008, the Indian River County community lost a
great friend and public servant who represented us with honor, genuineness and

integrity; and

WHEREAS, Our neighbor and fellow businessman, Stan Mayfield, was first elected
to the Florida House of Representatives in 2000 and served in that capacity until the

time of his death; and

WHEREAS, Stan’s leadership and commitment to our entire community helped
facilitate communication about the importance of Indian River County issues being

heard and responded to in our state government in Tallahassee; and

WHEREAS, Stan was a loyal advocate for our county, carrying our message on
local issues and needs to Tallahassee and the floor of the House of Representatives to

help leverage funding and initiatives; and

WHEREAS, Stan
e Fought to lower property taxes and reform insurance to make
homeownership more affordable.
e Advocated for Indian River County during hurricane recovery efforts.
e Supported the Sebastian working waterfront initiative resulting in The Stan

Mayfield Working Waterfronts Program created to acquire land for the
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purpose of commercial fishing operations or educational, cultural, and
historic purposes connected with aquaculture.

e Sponsored a ban on wastewater dumping to protect our coastline and Indian
River Lagoon and spearheaded an $18.6 million dredging project in the St.
Sebastian River.

e Championed the State Route 60 widening project in the western part of our
Indian River County.

o Supported legislation that enabled the establishment of a heart center to be
located in our community.

e Was a leader in the passage of sweeping reform energy legislation that
created a comprehensive energy bill for renewable, clean energy, reducing
dependence on foreign oil

e Voted to cut government spending in order to lower taxes.

Subject:  RFP No. 2008052 Waste To Energy Project — Selection Committee Report

BACKGROUND:

On May 7, 2008, the Solid Waste Disposal District (SWDD) issued a Request for Proposals
(RFP#2008052) seeking proposals from qualified firms to submit on a Waste to Energy project that
will utilize Landfill Gas (LFG) and other Solid Waste materials (Class | Municipal Solid Waste,
Construction and Demolition Debris, Yard Waste, Sludge, and Tires).. The RFP consisted of two
options for firms to submit on. The first option was for firms interested in utilizing the Landfill Gas
for the production of energy. The second option was for firms to utilize Solid Waste material for
the production of energy. The goal of the RFP was to select a firm that would offer the greatest
economic and environmental benefits to the SWDD with the least liability on the part of the
SWDD.

On July 16, 2008, the SWDD received three responses to the RFP. Two responses were specific to
the utilization of the Landfill Gas to produce electricity: 1) Waste Management Renewable Energy
and 2) Ameresco. A third response to the RFP was from New Planet Energy (NPE). This response
was directed at utilizing Solid Waste materials for the production of ethanol and electricity.

In order to evaluate the three responses, an evaluation committee was developed consisting of:
1) Jason Brown, County Budget Director, 2) Erik Olson, Utility Director, 3) Himanshu Mehta, Solid
Waste Manager, 4) Cindy Corrente, Asst. Utility Director and 5) Dr. Stephen Faherty. Geosyntec,
the County’s Solid Waste consultant, is being utilized as the technical expert to review the
proposals for technical merit. The selection committee met on several occasions to review the
proposals. Additional information was requested of the three firms submitting proposals for
additional clarification beyond what was submitted in the initial RFP responses.

After a thorough review of the responses, interviews were scheduled for the three firms. Prior to
their interview, Waste Management Renewable Energy withdrew their submittal and eliminating
them from further consideration. The Selection Committee interviewed Ameresco on October 23,
2008 and interviewed NPE on October 28, 2008. Subsequently, the Selection Committee
convened on November 5, 2008, to finalize their assessment on the two remaining proposals.

ANALYSIS:

Ameresco, proposed to install, at their cost, a power generation plant that would be fueled by the
Landfill methane gas. The benefits to the County included a fee per mmBTU for the gas and would
share 50% of revenues from the sale of voluntary Carbon Credits and Renewable Energy Credits.
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Based on the expected growth of the Landfill and the subsequent increase in available methane
gas, the SWDD would see increasing revenues over the life of the contract. Ameresco estimated in
their proposal that the SWDD would receive approximately $200,000.00 per year for the twenty
year life of the project. Please note, these projections are subject to final negotiations.

The second submittal, New Planet Energy (NPE), intends to purchase a property in Indian River
County with existing plant infrastructure and to then further construct a Waste To Energy facility
producing ethanol and electricity. This facility intends to utilize various waste components that
were destined for the landfill and then produce ethanol by means of a patented technology. The
plant is intended to be built within 18 months and would initially produce 8,000,000 gallons of
ethanol per year. This would then be expanded to produce upwards of 72,000,000 gallons of
ethanol per year. The County would be paid a fee for waste delivered to the plant. In addition, it
was indicated that at full plant buildout, upwards of 124 employees would be incorporated. NPE
estimated in their proposal that the SWDD would receive approximately $4.5 million per year for
the twenty year life of the project. Please note, these projections are subject to final negotiations.
In addition, due to operational changes and due to the loss in direct tipping fees, the net income
to SWDD is projected to be approximately $2.0 million per year.

The intent of NPE is to enter into a joint venture agreement with INEOS, the world’s third largest
chemical producer to develop the project. INEOS is a privately held firm whose corporate offices
are in England, purchased and holds the patent for the proprietary process for the ethanol
process. Therefore, necessity of the joint venture is critical in the final development of the project.

At this point, the committee has reviewed the two proposals and can see the most benefits for
the SWDD and the County in the NPE proposal. However, the Selection Committee has concerns
in that this project would be the first commercial application of the INEOS technology and due to
the state of the financial markets, has concerns on the funding for this project. Therefore,
although the benefits appear to be seen with NPE, it is essential that they first demonstrate that
the joint venture has been signed, in addition, the joint venture / INEOS will then have to produce
satisfactory financial reports. After the joint venture and financial analysis has occurred, NPE will
then need to demonstrate that they have acquired ownership of the land and plant needed for
the project. If those initial criteria are met, the committee recommends proceeding forward with
negotiations with NPE for a possible contract.

RECOMMENDATION:

"It is recommended that, subject to: 1) NPE having demonstrated the development of a joint
venture with INEOS, 2) Demonstration by the joint venture of satisfactory financial capability
through financial information, 3) Acquisition of land and plant needed for the project, that SWDD
enter into negotiations with NPE to further determine if a final agreement can be made between
the SWDD and the new NPE / INEOS joint venture. If negotiations fail to produce an agreement
satisfactory to the SWDD, then it would be recommended to enter into negotiations with
Ameresco.
