Sea turtle hatchlings are innately attracted tdotightest part of the horizon. In the past, tlas always been
the moon and star light shining off the water. Mé&tdark silhouetted dune in one direction andghber ocean
in the other, finding the water was relatively easjowever, the introduction of coastal developnteat altered
the landscape. Hatchlings will instead followfasial lights and head in the opposite directiofien crawling



through dunes, vegetation and backyards for manyshaViany will die from heat, exhaustion or oppaistic
predators. Some are even killed by vehicles okipgiots and roads.

On the Treasure Coast, sea turtle nesting seaddarch £'through October 31 To avoid being part of the
problem during this time of year, there are steps gan take. First, become knowledgeable aboutlpcal
lighting ordinance. All of the Counties and Citiasour area have laws that prohibit lights fronmsimg on the
beach. If you are standing on the beach and aahgte (interior or exterior) coming from a beaiclesproperty
then sea turtles probably can tdbit's visible from the beach, the light violatesthe law and the property
owner could face expensive fines.

Second, you might be surprised to find there afetilng solutions that do not sacrifice securitysafety. Lights
that are low intensity, shielded and directed doartare often less expensive to operate and lesdg to
disorient turtles. The State of Florida certifight fixtures that are safe to use near sea tugkting beaches.

Each year, Indian River County collects detailddnmation on thousands of threatened and endangeied
turtle nests deposited on our beaches. Unfortiypate also record many instances of hatchlingeart
crawling in the wrong direction because of light§orking directly with property owners and our pers in
federal, state and local governments, we are wgrkard to solve these problems. However, it isnately up
to the residents and business owners in our aneske a change for the better.

California Governor Launch@seen Corps'
to Train At-Risk Youths for Gre@ollar Jobs

OAKLAND, Calif. -- Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger has created the California Green Corps, a program to train at-risk young people
for technical, construction and other skilled jobs in eco-friendly industries that are expected to help fuel economic recovery.

Announcing the corps on Monday in Sacramento, Schwarzenegger said he wants 1,000 16- to 24-year-olds from across the state to
enlist in the pilot 20-month training session, which is to begin this summer.

The corps is to be funded with $10 million of the federal stimulus money destined for California via the U.S. Labor Department and with
$10 million in matching money that's to be raised in public-private partnerships. CaliforniaVolunteers, headed by state Secretary for
Service and Volunteering Karen Baker, is to oversee the program, which would the first of its size and scope in the country.
Schwarzenegger announced the program after meeting with U.S. Labor Secretary Hilda Solis to talk about stimulus funding and job
creation.

"This is exactly the kind of program that President Obama has envisioned when he put together his economic stimulus package, which
is to create jobs, jobs and jobs," Schwarzenegger said. "The Green Corps will help underprivileged young people learn job skills while
we create a well-trained workforce for

clean technology and for the green

economy."

The new program, Schwarzenegger
noted, touches on issues that have been
key to his administration: the
environment, the economy, education,
engaging at-risk populations and public
service.

Although specifics are pending, Green
Corps recruits will be expected to
continue their education and contribute
to communities through volunteer work in
exchange for receiving job training and
help with placement.

The program draws heavily on concepts
forged by the groups that established the
Oakland Green Jobs Corps -- a coalition
of social justice, environmental and other
community organizations, trade unions,
private companies and the city of Oakland -- this past October. Chief among its principles are that access to and engagement with a
new green economy should be open to all comers -- and that participation by the poor and other at-risk segments of the population will
help spur recovery.

The State of Green Business 2009: Water BecomdsdheCarbon

Water Becomes the New Carbon

It has become eco-chic in recent years to declare that "water will be the oil of the 21st century" — an essential and limited resource,
unevenly distributed around the world, the growing shortage of which will lead to economic power for water-rich nations and poverty for
the rest, possibly even resource wars between the haves and have-nots. Given that, how do water-dependent companies manage in a
world where water quality and quantity become a constraint to doing business?

The question has remained largely theoretical, the basis of scenario and contingency planning for a handful of firms, with relatively few
companies engaging in water strategy planning. But as the effects of climate change materialize with greater frequency, companies
from California to Calcutta are taking a deeper dive into water efficiency, measuring and managing its use and finding ways to close the
loop, even setting goals to become "water neutral.” In that regard, water is less the "new oil" than the new carbon.

The large beverage companies seem to be at the forefront of this wave. Anheuser-Busch announced that its company wide water use
increased 2.4 percent over five years while its beverage production climbed about 2 percent. But thanks to a number of efficiency




efforts, the brewer managed to reduce the amount of water used make beer, keeping its water use, well, flat. Coca-Cola is aiming for
water neutrality. In 2007, the company developed an integrated water strategy focused on plant performance (water use efficiency,
water quality, and wastewater treatment), watershed protection,enabling access to clean drinking water, and working to drive global
awareness and action to address water challenges. Coke's system wide goal is to return all water used in its operations back to nature.
Its mantra: Reduce, recycle, and replenish.

But water efficiency is also bubbling up in other sectors. GE said it plans to cut freshwater use 20 percent, in absolute terms, through
reuse efficiencies in its commercial and manufacturing processes. The company's learnings will be passed on to its industrial, municipal,
and government customers. GE issued a water reuse white paper to help communities and governments boost water recycling and
reuse. IBM announced a water management research center in the Netherlands as part of its Big Green Innovations initiative. The
company also issued a report outlining the concept for an educational and perhaps advocacy organization focused on establishing the
value of applying advanced sensing, information technology, and modeling to water management in the U.S.

Some of the action on water taps into a wellspring of knowledge of how to measure the full water impacts of products. The notion of
"embedded water" (also referred to as "virtual water") has achieved increased attention in a handful of companies. The term refers to
the amount of water used in the production and trade of food and consumer products — again, a counterpart to the notion of embedded
carbon. A cup of coffee, for instance, has 140 liters (about 37 gallons) of embedded water, when you consider the amount used to grow,
produce, package, and ship the beans. A hamburger contains 2,400 liters (634 gallons). Such metrics provide new opportunities to
better understand, manage, and reduce water use.

Possible funding for wastewater and stormwater treatment projects and
stormwater retrofitting treatment projects

As part of the Federal Economic Stimulus package, Florida's clean water programs are expected to receive significant
funding for projects that can be done within the next two to three years. It is anticipated that the State Revolving Fund will
receive up to $400 million for wastewater and stormwater treatment projects and the Section 319 NPS grant program will
receive up to $40 million for stormwater retrofitting treatment projects. These are "move dirt, construction projects". While
much is still unknown about specifics, we need to begin planning on how we might use these funds when they become
available.

The funding will come with schedule-related requirements since the purpose of the program is to create jobs and stimulate
the economy. As currently envisioned, States will be required to award contracts for 25% of their funds within 90 days of
allocation; 50% within one year; and 100% within 2 years. The matching requirements are unknown at this time - could be
40% as in the case for regular Section 319 grants or could be less.

In any case, we would appreciate receiving short abstracts of projects that you may have in the pipeline and for which you
might apply for grant funds so we can begin planning. Please send these to Heather Ritchie, Administrator of the
Stormwater/Nonpoint Source Management Section at FDEP, at heather.ritchie@dep.state.fl.us within the next 45 days or
sooner. Contact her for an example project abstract. Thank you for your assistance. We look forward to partnering with
you to reduce stormwater pollution and clean up Florida's waters.
