IRC citizens are learning and implementing proper aitdoor chemical applications, revised disposal metids, and erosion control
techniques to avoid contaminating laivater that runs off their properties. Property water runoff from urban areas and
construction activities are thmost significant pollution contributors. Through sdf-awareness, implementing new
behaviors, motivating other and reporting waste disposed into storm drainsrad water bodies,
IRC citizens will “Ttn the Tide” of polluted property water runoff from reaching our oceans.

RESTORING THE WATER QUALITY OF THE IR LAGOON:

The TMDL Report Has Been Published

The entire Indian River Lagoon system is a nationally renowned aquatic ecosystem that supports tremendous
biodiversity and also provides recreational and commercial fishing resources. It was designated in the 1987
Surface Water Improvement and Management (SWIM) Act as a priority waterbody in need of restoration and
special protection.

Major problems included the loss of or alteration of 75 percent of the lagoon’s salt marsh and mangrove
wetlands, excessive freshwater discharges into the central lagoon due to drainage improvements in coastal
watersheds and the diversion of floodwaters from the St. Johns River floodplain, and discharges of pollutant-
laden wastewater and stormwater into the lagoon. Excessive fresh water degraded hard clam habitat and
seagrass coverage densities. Pollutants in discharges exacerbated turbidity levels and promoted algal growth,
contributing to the destruction of seagrass beds.

In March of this year, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection’s Division of Environmental
Assessment and Restoration distributed their TMDL Report for the Central District Indian River Lagoon Basin
http://www.dep.state.fl.us/water/tmdl/docs/tmdls/final/gp5/indian-banana-nutrient-do-tmdl.pdf . This report
presents the nutrient and dissolved oxygen (DO) Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLSs) for the Indian River
Lagoon (IRL). The purpose of these TMDLs is to establish the allo  wable loadings of phosphorus and
nitrogen to the IRL Lagoon that would restore these waterbodies such that they meet their applicable
water quality criteria for nutrients and DO

In 1991, the IRL became a part of the National Estuary Program (NEP). Efforts under the IRL Program at the
SJRWMD focus on improving water and sediment quality to restore or enhance seagrass and on rehabilitating
impacted wetlands to recover as many of their natural functions as possible

Melbourne, Florida, May 1, 2009 — There is no longer any serious doubt that global climate change
is occurring. The uncertainties and debates now center on the severity of the impacts, how rapidly
they could unfold, and what actions must be taken to mitigate and adapt to these changes.

Florida is a low relief peninsula with densely populated beaches and barrier islands, and extensive
agricultural areas making it highly vulnerable to the effects of global climate change; especially sealevel
rise. Rising ocean waters will increase erosion of beaches, cause saltwater intrusion into

drinking water supplies, inundate coastal marshes and other important habitats, and make coastal
property more vulnerable to erosion and flooding.

Most coastal areas are currently managed under the premise that sea-level rise is not significant and
that the shorelines are static or can be fixed in place by engineering structures. On June 25, 2009,
Dr. Randall W. Parkinson will discuss the most recent sea-level rise forecasts, the inadequacy of
existing response options, and the rationale for implementing a new style of coastal planning and
management to better protect our natural resources and reduce risks to human life.

The forum will take place at the Town of Melbourne Beach Community Center

between 7:00 pm and 9:00 pm and is free to the pub lic.

‘The Town of Melbourne Beach, bounded by the Indian River Lagoon and the Atlantic Ocean, is very
aware of its vulnerability to rising sea levels’ noted Mayor Rita Karpie. ‘We are investigating

potential impacts and considering appropriate plans of action. Hosting the Space Coast Climate
Change Forum is one step in the information-gathering process.'

In ten years, the amount of trash floating out to sea has doubled,” says Eriksen,. “We’'ve got to find a
better way soon. We're already finding plastic waste in the food we eat.” AMRF, a nonprofit
organization near Los Angeles, was founded by Captain Charles Moore, who first put the plastic soup
problem on the map. AMRF has focused its research on the North Pacific Gyre, a swirling vortex of
ocean currents twice the size of the United States, in which a vast plastic buildup, or soup, is rapidly
growing.

AMREF director of research and education Dr. Marcus Eriksen and education advisor Anna Cummins
of AMRF launched JUNKride 2009 at the Vancouver Aquarium, then headed south. "We haven’t seen
the worst of it and have yet to fully delineate the area,” says Moore. “This summer’s research voyage
seeks to validate models that show the highest levels of marine debris are northwest of Hawaii near
the International Date Line."

Eriksen, a Gulf War vet, sailed through the gyre from Long Beach to Hawaii last summer aboard
Algalita’s JUNKraft made of 15,000 plastic bottles. For JUNKride, he and Cummins will hand out 100
jars of debris-filled ocean water collected on the trip.

Says Cummins: “We hope to educate a new generation by going to sch  ools and encouraging
students to think about where exactly “away is” in our throwaway society. We must start
seeing the link between consumerism and long-term e nvironmental impact.”

Scientists estimate that nearly half of all seabird and many marine mammal s  pecies are

impacted by plastic waste, either from ingestion, e ntanglement or strangulation . The human
health risk of the plastic ocean plague is growing. Aboard JUNKTraft, Eriksen collected rainbow runner
fish, commonly served in restaurants, and found plastic particles in their stomachs.

“Plastics at sea are possible carriers for chemicals like DDT, PCBs and other pollutants, such

as oil from our cars ,” Eriksen says. “These are known human carcinogens and endocrine disrupters.
Our research is examining whether they are released into fish that ingest plastic and wind up on our
dinner plates.”

In fact, Cummins is testing her blood for the dangerous chemicals to determine if a correlation can be
made between meal time and maritime plastics. This will be documented for “Synthetic Me,” a new
outreach project.



Eriksen and Cummins say there is no way to clean up the
North Pacific Gyre’s plastic soup. So, their manifesto is
“do no more harm.”  All along their route, they will work
with legislators, educators and conservation organizations
to promote ways to keep disposable plastics out of the
ocean. They will urge everyone they meet to use
stainless steel water bottles instead of single-use

plastic containers and carry groceries in canvas, n ot
plastic bags.

“It makes no sense that we take a material designed to last p|astic material bulging from a carcass
forever, then turn around and make products from itthat  of an albatross (photo Dubin)

are designed to be thrown away,” Eriksen says. “That’s the

opposite of sustainable living.”

Global warming activist Laurie David also commends JUNKTride. “Individuals can make an enormous
difference in the battle against environmental destruction,” says David, a producer of “An Inconvenient
Truth.” “Marcus and Anna are doing the work of an army’s worth. | applaud their tireless effort and
devotion to the cause.”

Sea turtles have been swimming in the world's océansnillions of years. Every year, thousandstaken

by predators and affected by tropical storms. VpHawever, sea turtles are threatened with extindiecause
of people. One of the biggest threats to theivisat is artificial light. Throughout Florida's sumer months,
thousands of hatchling sea turtles emerge fronsresthe beach and make their way to the watee Th
problem is some never get there.

Sea turtle hatchlings are innately attracted tdotightest part of the horizon. In the past, tias always been
the moon and star light shining off the water. Métdark silhouetted dune in one direction andghber ocean
in the other, finding the water was relatively easiowever, the introduction of coastal developnteat altered
the landscape. Hatchlings will instead followfasial lights and head in the opposite directiofien crawling
through dunes, vegetation and backyards for manyshaViany will die from heat, exhaustion or oppaistic
predators. Some are even killed by vehicles okipgiots and roads.

On the Treasure Coast, sea turtle nesting seaddarch £'through October 31 To avoid being part of the
problem during this time of year, there are steps gan take. First, become knowledgeable aboutlpcal
lighting ordinance. All of the Counties and Citiasour area have laws that prohibit lights fronmsimg on the
beach. If you are standing on the beach and aahgte (interior or exterior) coming from a beaiclesproperty
then sea turtles probably can tdbit's visible from the beach, the light violatesthe law and the property
owner could face expensive fines.

Second, you might be surprised to find there afetilng solutions that do not sacrifice securitysafety. Lights
that are low intensity, shielded and directed doartare often less expensive to operate and lesdg to
disorient turtles. The State of Florida certifight fixtures that are safe to use near sea tugkting beaches.

Each year, Indian River County collects detailddnmation on thousands of threatened and endangeied
turtle nests deposited on our beaches. Unfortiypate also record many instances of hatchlingeart
crawling in the wrong direction because of light§¥orking directly with property owners and our s in
federal, state and local governments, we are wgrkard to solve these problems. However, it isnately up
to the residents and business owners in our aneske a change for the better.

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Agricultural Tree Crop Pesticide License Traininga  nd Exam

Commercial pesticide applicators who apply restricted-use pesticides to agricultural tree crops such as citrus,
avocadoes and mangos on properties not owned by their employer are required by law to have an Agricultural
Tree Crop Pesticide Applicator License. These applicators are usually contract applicators that must
demonstrate practical knowledge of agricultural pests and pesticides, pest management techniques and
environmental concerns and pass an exam as required by the Florida Pesticide Law (Chapter 487).

Tim Gaver, citrus extension agent with the University of Florida, St. Lucie County Extension Service will be
offering a course that will prepare individuals to successfully complete the Agricultural Tree Crop Pesticide
Licensing Exam. The course will be offered on Thursday, May 14 at the St. Lucie County Extension Office.

Simple Steps to an Eco-Friendly Home

Can you imagine using the rainwater from your roof for all your drinking and laundry? Many green homeowners do just
that. "We have a rainwater collection system, so we don't use a well or a municipal water supply ," says Barbara.
"Our system holds 25,000 gallons of water, and it only takes 11 inches of rain to fill it. We felt that even in a drought year
we would have a sufficient water supply." Peter Pfeiffer, the Austin architect who designed Barbara's home, says that
environmental friendliness can be designed into any project anywhere. "In colder areas, we make the home heat itself in
the winter months," says Peter. "In warmer climates, we use passive solar cooling techniques. You have to be sensitive to
the specific climate."

Building green isn't just good for the environment. Developer Buzz Walker of the Abacoa Development Co. is building
6,000 environmentally friendly homes on 20,000 acre s in south Florida. He says that building green makes good
business sense. "Going green will play a major role in our marketing strategy," Buzz says. "It's important to us, it's
important to our environment, and we think people are very interested in living in an environmentally-sensitive community."



Many developers feel that on an investment basis, environmentally-conscious homes will have a higher yield over the long
term. Many of the green features in the homes have a payback of about 3 to 5 years , which is a dramatic improvement
over the 10-year payback on earlier passive solar systems.

Doug Seiter is the father of Austin's Green Builder program, the first city-run environmentally friendly home

building program . Although the program is voluntary, participants can use it as a marketing edge. "We feel that most of
the things we 're asking for make sense," says Doug. "If we get the information to the builder, they see that the market is
interested in it, and they'll bring it into their product range."
