KEEP YOUR EYES OPEN FOR POLLUTION ............Indian River County is required to inspect and
document potentially illicit connections and disigfes to its storm water drainage system and/orra/afethe
state. Improper handling and disposal of matetlas$ creates a discharge to a storm sewer systilegal. The
company and/or property owner and individuals respe are subject to civil and criminal prosecntio

The Definition of lllicit Discharges and Connectiors

ILLICIT DISCHARGES: No person shall drain, deposit, place, or otherwise discharge or
cause to be discharged into the County’s MS4 (multi -sector sewer system: swales,
stormdrains, canals, ponds, lagoon), any discharge that is not composed entirely of
stormwater.

Examples of illicit discharges (including but not limited to):
Petroleum products including, but not limited t 0, oil, gasoline and grease
Solid waste or sanitary sewage
Chemicals including, but not limited to, fertili zers and pesticides
Paints, solvents, or degreasers
Concrete slurry
Laundry wastes or soaps
Antifreeze and other automotive products
Soil
Leaves, branches and other yard/landscaping wa  ste
10. Construction materials
11. Toxic or poisonous solids or liquids
12. Solids or suspended solids in such quantities or of such size capable of
causing interference or obstruction to the flow in the stormwater system
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ILLICIT CONNECTIONS: 1) any drain or conveyance, whether on the surface or subsurface,
which allows any illicit discharge to enter the stormwater system including, but not limited to, any
connections to the storm drain system from indoor drains and sinks; or 2) any drain or conveyance
connected from a commercial or industrial land use to the storm drains system which has not been
documented in plans, maps, or equivalent records and approved by an authorized enforcement
agency.

Examples of illicit connections (including but not limited to):

Although illicit discharges can enter the storminlisystem in various ways, they generally reswaibfreither
direct connections (e.g., wastewater piping eithetakenly or deliberately connected to the storains) or
indirect connections (e.g., infiltration into th@ign drain system, spills, or "midnight dumping").

Exceptions: If the discharge is composed of one or more of the following categories of discharges
then it is not considered an illicit discharge:

1. A discharge authorized by, and in full compliance with, an NPDES permit;

2. A discharge or flow resulting from fire fighting by the Fire Department;

3. Waterline flushing if the water does not contain harmful quantities of total residual chlorine or



any other chemicals used in disinfection;
4. Lawn watering or landscape irrigation;
5. Diverted stream flows;
6. Uncontaminated discharge from a foundation drain, crawl space pump, or footing drain;
7. Flow from a potable water source if the flow does not contain any harmful substance or material
from the cleaning or draining of a storage tank or other container;
8. Air conditioning condensate;
9. Water from individual residential car washing?*;
10. Dechlorinated private swimming pool discharges;
11. Water from street sweeping operations;
12. A discharge or flow of uncontaminated stormwater or groundwater from an excavation.

NOTE *These guidelines are still applicable even nen using cleaning products labeled “nontoxic” and
“biodegradable.”Nontoxic” means the product is not toxic to treeu “Biodegradable” means the
product will eventually break down.

WITHIN PRIVATE DEVELOPMENTS:

If an illicit discharge occurs within a private dewelopment, the County Public Works Department has no
jurisdiction. When you observe an illicit discharge in a privd¢eelopment call one or more of the following
agencies: St. John’s River Water Management Disti@ompliance Manager, Janice Unger at 321-676-6600;

WITHIN UNINCORPORATED COUNTY LIMITS

When an illicit discharge occurs within a County rad right-of-way or on other County property, the
County will actively attempt to stop the illegal ativity. When you observe an illicit discharge Monday —

Featured BMP(Best Management Practice):

Proper Disposal Method for Pools and Spas

In Indian River County, many storm drains flow dilg to the Indian River Lagoon witho treatment provided for the
stormwater. The way you maintain your swimmingIpspa, or fountain can make a significant diffeeimn the water
quality of our surface waters, canals, and IndiaweRLagoon. Remember that the owner may be liable for the
practices of their contractor. Be sure you know how your contractor will bepdising of the pool, spa, or fountain water
and filter backwash water.

Discharges of chemically-treated water from redidépools, spas and fountains can create probiehes it mixes with
stormwater and travels to canals and ultimately lindian River Lagoon. Chlorine and other chemicased in
maintaining pools and spas, which often includeiaar alkaline cleaning compounds, can have athaeganpact on the
plant and aquatic life in surface waters. Eveflowatlevels, chlorine can be toxic to aquatic lifRule No. 62-302.530,
Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) limits the disrge of total residual chlorine to surface wdtedies to_<0.01
milligram per liter (mg/L). In addition, turbiditgssociated with backwashing and cleaning may\atdate surface water
guality standards. Discharging pool, spa, or fountater to the sanitary sewer system is prohilitgtbcal ordinances.

To help protect Florida’s environment, the follogiBest Management Practices (BMPs) should bewellowhen
draining chemically-treated water or dischargitiggfibackwash water into the environment.

BEFORE DRAINING CHLORINATED WATER:

Avoid draining/backwashing your pool during periodé drought, significant rainfall events and wherat&ring
restrictions are in place.



Allow the water to stand for at least 48 hoursrate last addition of chlorine.

To drain a pool quickly, chlorine-neutralizing chieals such as sodium thiosulfate are availablecallpool supply
companies.

Using a standard pool test kit measure the totakicte residual in the water until it reads zenog ahe pH which must be
between 6.5 and 8.5.

For Public Swimming Pool and Bathing Places, rede84E-9.00411), F.A.C. for information on requitedt kits.

The water should be clear and free of solids.

Do not use algaecides containing copper or silgghay can harm normal algal and plant growth ifese water bodies.
Read the list of active ingredients on the prodalotls, see that it states its EPA registered falfav directions.

When in doubt do not discharge to surface water.

Heated water should be allowed to cool to air/dtamtemperature before discharging.

PLAN WHERE TO DISCHARGE WATER:

Direct the discharge over a vegetated surface, asigass or in a trench, so some level of fittraian occur. Do not
discharge on areas recently treated with herbicdgesticides.

Control the rate of discharge across your progergvoid erosion, runoff, and nuisance conditiarsieighboring
properties. Nuisance conditions such as the omafi odors, mosquito breeding conditions, or fiagdcan occur
when water is ponded for a prolonged period.

Preventative measures set up in advance can preweft and avoid the opportunity for the waterctry contaminants
in its path to impervious surfaces such as paveetstand sidewalks.

Dog Poop Pollutes the Lagoon

Are you guilty of leaving your dog’s waste on youmeighbor’'s lawn because you thought you were
providing free fertilizer? Or perhaps you don't scaop the poop because you think it's downright
disgusting!

Imagine if all dog owners in Indian River County ddn’t scoop the poop — with over 14,000 registered
dogs in the County that would be over 35,000 poundsf dog waste per day. Pet waste is a subject
everyone likes to avoid, but it is more than smellyand unsightly — it is a health risk to pets and peple,
especially children. When it rains, pet waste lefon trails, sidewalks and grassy areas can wash intbe
nearest canal. Even if you can’t see water near yothe feces go into storm drains and then travel tgour
neighborhood pond or canal untreated. Like human wate, animal waste may contain harmful bacteria
and viruses, rendering the water unfit for irrigation, recreation or other uses. Pet waste also comai
nutrients that will accelerate the growth of nuisare algae in ponds, canals and the Lagoon. So please
scoop the poop — it's the healthy and neighborly thg to do. It's also the law. Per the County’s nuiance
ordinance 302.5 owners or handlers shall remove amdispose of feces left on public or private propeyt

Bring a plastic bag with you when walking your dog.Use the bag as a glove to scoop the waste, themtu

the bag incise out and tie to seal. Homeowners sHduemove pet waste from their yards before it rairs or
bury it a minimum of 5” deep.

SURF YOUR WATERSHED

You know your street address, right? Your “earth adiress” is your watershed. Know what it is. It's jus
as important, if not more important, than your street address. The Environmental Protection Agency
maintains a “Surf Your Watershed web site. (http:/Efpub.epa.gov/surf/locate/index.cfn).

A regional Green Collar Task Force, the Green Cdltdos Consortium, got a little 'greener’ in Octobe
thanks to a $500,000 state grant. The funds willubed forapprenticeship programs that focus on labor
opportunities for green building projects, incluglienergy efficiency, the reduction of pollutiontroditting,
protection of natural resources, and utilizationrefiewable power sources. The apprenticeship progsa
expected to be in place by early 2010 with the gufaknrolling 100 workers in the first six month§ o
operations.

During Eastern Standard Time (November 1st — March  7)

NOTE: St. John’s River Water Management District
has hired a private contractor to enforce the rule
They travel around the district.

Landscape irrigation

Is only allowed 1_day/week , and only between 4 p.m. and 9 a.m.

Residential: Odd (or no address) numbered addresses —  Saturday only
Even numbered addresses — Sunday only

Non-residential: Tuesday only

On each day that landscape irrigation occurs, it is limited to

3/4 inch of water and
no more than one hour per irri gation zone

EPA Issues Greenhouse Gas Rule

The federal EPA has issued its final rule that mandates annual reporting of greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions
from several sectors of US industry. Effective Jan. 1, 2010, many US industrial facilities will have to start
tracking their greenhouse gas emissions. The gas emissions that will have to be tracked include carbon dioxide
(C0O2), methane (CH4), nitrous oxide (N20), hydrofluorocarbons, sulfur hexafluoride (SF6) and others. The
EPA estimates that about 13,000 industrial facilities nationwide will be regulated under this new rule.

Specific industries that will be required to track and report GHG emissions include electric power generation,
cement manufacturing, glass makers, iron/steel/ferroalloy producers, lime producers, oil refiners, petrochemical
processors, pulp and paper, most suppliers of industrial gases and others. In addition, large stationary fuel
combustion sources like industrial boilers, furnaces and ovens will be affected regardless of the industry in
which they are used. This requirement falls only on facilities with aggregate stationary fuel combustion sources
that have a total rated capacity of 30 million BTU/hr or greater and that have the potential to emit over 25,000
MTs of CO2 equivalent (CO2e) per year. However, the rule applies regardless of fuel type (coal, natural gas,
propane, heating oil, residual fuel, bio-fuels, etc.).



Affected facilities will have to submit their first reports to the EPA for the calendar year 2010 by March 31, 2011
and annually thereafter. These facilities will have to come up with estimates of their GHG emissions and most
will have to speciate their emissions (i.e., they cannot just group all GHGs together). EPA is expected to
develop some estimating tools but these are not yet available except for certain industries. EPA is offering a
series of webinars on the Rule and how to comply with it.

To decrease polluted runoff from paved surfaces, households can develop alternatives to areas traditionally covered
by impervious surfaces. Porous pavement materials are available for driveways and sidewalks, and native vegetation and

mulch can replace high maintenance grass lawns.



Homeowners can use fertilizers sparingly and sweep driveways, sidewalks, and roads instead of using a hose.
Instead of disposing of yard waste, you can use the materials to start a compost pile.

Learn to use Integrated Pest Management (IPM) to reduce dependence on harmful pesticides.

Prevent polluted runoff by picking up after pets and using, storing, and disposing of chemicals properly.

SAVE MONEY and AVOID RUNOFF: Use Drip Irrigation

There are many ways to water plants: by hand using one of several different sprinkler attachments, with soaker hoses, or
— if you have a lot of money — you can install an automatic sprinkler system. The most efficient way, however, is to
deliver water where it's needed — directly to a plant's root zone.

Drip irrigation isn't a new concept. In ancient times, farmers placed unglazed, porous clay pots near the base of plants and
filled the pots with water, which slowly leaked out.



Whether you buy a simple kit and install it yourself or hire a professional to design and install an elaborate system, you will
probably recoup the costs in water savings within a year or two. Studies show that a well-designed drip irrigation system
uses 30 to 50 percent less water than more conventional watering methods such as head sprinklers. Once you have a drip
irrigation system in place, you can say goodbye to the hassle of hauling hoses and moving sprinklers around and say hello
to healthier, more productive plants.

Or you can consider soaker hoses. They do much the same thing at a fraction of the cost and require almost nothing in the
way of installation and maintenance.

Enhancing the Efficiency of Sprinkler Systems

Only water after the sun has gone down or in the early morning.
Make sure your spray and sprinkler heads are proper ly adjusted to avoid
watering pavemen ts and other non-landscape areas.
Water areas in the shade about 30 percent less than sunny areas.
If possible use drip irrigation to water trees and shrubs.
To eliminate runoff , set your clock to cycle 2-4 start times (no longer than 5 minutes each), 1 to 2 hours apart
to allow water to soak into the soil. For example: water three times for 5 minutes, instead of 15 minutes all at once.
Develop a separate drip watering schedule for trees, shrubs and flower beds.
Aerate in the spring and fall to loosen soil and reduce runoff.

Regulatory Issues: What's Ahead for the Industry?

With road and bridge projects - as well as greémastructure work - unfolding throughout 2009 agsult of
the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, thogke erosion control industry will be seeing acréase in
job opportunities.

Soil is what leaves an original site, and sedimentation
is soil causing problems because of where it ends up.

Section 438 of the Energy Independence and Security Act (EISA), with the goal of protecting and restoring
wetlands, requires federal facilities to meet predevelopment hydrology for new building construction of more
than 5,000 square feet by using nonstructural and structural best management practices (BMPs) to the
maximum extent technically feasible.

It promotes the natural flow of water by using:
vegetation to intercept rainfall and evapotranspirate moisture back to the atmosphere
natural infiltration through undisturbed or enhanced soils
water harvesting systems that collect and reuse rainfall onsite

The EPA expects to have a final rule by December 2009 with respect to its proposed effluent limitations
guidelines (ELGs) and new source performance standards (NSPS) to control the discharge of pollutants from
construction sites.

Through “Effluent Limitations Guidelines and Standards for the Construction and Development Point Source
Category,” the EPA intends to tighten controls on discharges from construction sites by establishing national
technology-based effluent limits and performance standards in concert with existing state and local programs.
Once implemented, these new requirements are expected to significantly reduce the amount of sediment and
other pollutants discharged from construction sites. All construction sites would be required to implement a
range of erosion and sediment control BMPs to reduce pollutants in stormwater discharges. Construction sites



disturbing 10 or more acres at a time would also be required to install sediment basins to treat stormwater

discharges.

For sites 30 acres or larger located in areas of the country with high rainfall intensity—either an R factor of 50
or greater from the Revised Universal Soil Loss Equation (RUSLEZ2), or a high total annual rainfall for areas in
which the R factor has not been calculated—and soils with a clay content of more than 10%, stormwater
discharges would be required to meet a numeric limit of 13 nephelometric turbidity units (NTUS) or less. NTUs
are a measure of sediment in the water related to fine-grained and slowly settling or non-settleable particles.

Simple Steps to an Eco-Friendly Home

Can you imagine using the rainwater from your roof for all your drinking and laundry? Many green homeowners do just
that. "We have a rainwater collection system, so we don't use a well or a municipal water supply ," says Barbara.
"Our system holds 25,000 gallons of water, and it only takes 11 inches of rain to fill it. We felt that even in a drought year
we would have a sufficient water supply." Peter Pfeiffer, the Austin architect who designed Barbara's home, says that
environmental friendliness can be designed into any project anywhere. "In colder areas, we make the home heat itself in
the winter months," says Peter. "In warmer climates, we use passive solar cooling techniques. You have to be sensitive to
the specific climate."

Building green isn't just good for the environment. Developer Buzz Walker of the Abacoa Development Co. is building
6,000 environmentally friendly homes on 20,000 acre s in south Florida. He says that building green makes good
business sense. "Going green will play a major role in our marketing strategy," Buzz says. "It's important to us, it's
important to our environment, and we think people are very interested in living in an environmentally-sensitive community."

Many developers feel that on an investment basis, environmentally-conscious homes will have a higher yield over the long
term. Many of the green features in the homes have a payback of about 3 to 5 years , which is a dramatic improvement
over the 10-year payback on earlier passive solar systems.

Doug Seiter is the father of Austin's Green Builder program, the first city-run environmentally friendly home

building program . Although the program is voluntary, participants can use it as a marketing edge. "We feel that most of
the things we 're asking for make sense," says Doug. "If we get the information to the builder, they see that the market is
interested in it, and they'll bring it into their product range."

Good Boaters Can Make A Big Difference

Bright sunshine, cool breezes, a bit of spray adbthw turns into a wave, the chance to swim orfisthese
are the small joys of a day on the water whetheaaba small sail boater a large motor boat. Snieewage,
seeing oil slicks on the water, or getting the erdduled with floating trash quickly ruins the exg@nce.
Boating as a recreational activity is truly enhahbg clean water. Most boaters know they share the
responsibility for protecting water quality, buetfew thoughtless boaters can cause serious waitatipn
problems.

Potential water pollutants are commonly separatednto six major categories(nutrients, pathogens,
sediment, toxic chemicals, floatable debris, amurttal stress), improper or careless boating pestan be
linked to four of the six categories. Boaters caakena big difference in protecting the waters theg by
making simple changes in the way they handle fodlraotor oils, sewage, garbage, and regular boat
maintenance.

Good boaters and backpackers live by the same mottthring back what you take out”. Tossing anything
solid over the side of the boat is a “no-no”; timludes paper, plastic, food, cigarette buttsasmahs, and
snarled fishing line. Worldwide it is ILLEGAL to dop anything plastic into navigable waters.

Cut down on the potential for trashgoing overboard by removing excess wrapping omestatoring food in
reusable containers and using permanent dishesegl@nd utensils on board. Keep trash bags od bodr
take full bags home or throw them in trash candurnpsters with lids. Encourage the marina opetator
provide trash and recycling facilities. Improve ypart of the water by picking up trash that floagswhenever
you are docked or anchored.



Raw sewage is a major source of pathogens and nugnts. Treating sewage in standard marine toilet systems
eliminates the pathogens but can add toxic chemaradl does nothing about the nutrients. Evenetlesg¢wage
should not be discharged within three miles of shbise the restrooms on shore before settinglstik boat
doesn’t have a toilet, bring a portable toilet tbaah be emptied on shore, or include regular tpps’ every

few hours. If the boat has a toilet, follow the mfatturer's recommended maintenance program and pos
instructions where they are clearly visible. Kedpagh can in the head; NOTHING should be flusimtd ithe
holding tank but waste and toilet paper.

Avoid spills - Millions of gallons of toxic, petroleum-basagefs and lubricants end up in the water every year
as the result of small spills related to overfijifuel tanks or pumping out oily bilge water. Moséthese spills
can be avoided or quickly cleaned up with propanping and keeping a few materials on hand. Avegt-o
filling fuel tanks. Don’t rely on automatic shutfafozzles; they may not work fast enough to avpiash-back.
Instead, listen to the filler pipe to know when thek is near full.

Fuel & Oil - Remember that fuel expands in the tank as imsarp and leave a safety margin. Keep an oll
absorbent pad handy to clean up drips. Portablg¢dnks should have their vents

closed when not in use to avoid fuel vapor lossltBufuel tanks should have a fuel/air separatathe air vent
line to prevent spills through the vent. Keep thgiee properly tuned and maintained for best féfetiency
and to avoid leaks. Keep a drip pan under the enfjimossible. Boats with bilges should have arabgorbent
pillow or bioremediation pad with oil-eating bacgtein place to catch stray oil. Dispose of satudateaterials at
the marina waste oil recycling station. Never puwuapbilge water that has an oily sheen. Avoid bitganers
with detergents or emulsifiers. They dissolve thénto the water, worsening the potential pollutiproblem. If
you do spill fuel or motor oil in the water, stdgetspill immediately, contain the spill with absenb pads or
booms, and call the Coast Guard for assistancelalistates that any spill large enough to crelaées on the
water must be reported.

Repairs - Whenever possible, do repairs, painting and igémeaintenance in dry dock to keep paint chips,
solvents and other toxic materials away from théewdlace tarps under boats when sanding or cigduat
bottoms so debris can be collected and discardguepy. Use dustless or vacuum sanders to keeplbbtis
under control. Recycle used antifreeze, oil antebas. Encourage marinas to provide appropriatgcti|g
facilities.

Choose the least toxic cleaning producigvailable for the job at hand, and buy the mininqurantity
necessary to avoid storage and disposal problems:idn-toxic” or “phosphate-free” cleaning prodsictBio-
degradable” products may still be toxic.

Each of these actioag seem so
small they won’t make a difference, but if everyatey and every person who loves the water changesio
two actions, we’ll make a big difference in protegtwater quality.

Floridians enjoy using local rivers, waterways and lakes and want to use boats wisely. To limit your
impact and help preserve our precious water resources:

-Use on-shore garbage and sewage facilities as much as
possible.

-Always use pump-out facilities to empty on-board sewage
holding tanks.

-Minimize the use of plastic disposable objects. If used, be
sure to dispose of them properly on land.

-Keep a sealable container for garbage on your boat. Make
sure everyone uses it. When disposing of your garbage at a
marina, follow their recycling rules.

-Never litter. Retrieve all items dropped into water, especially
old fishing line. Retrieve any litter found in the water.

-Place a bilge pillow-an oil absorbing sponge available in
marine stores-in your bilge to remove oil from your bilge
water.

-Do not fill bottles or cans with water and try to sink them.

-Dispose of them properly on shore.

-Check your engine regularly to see if it is leaking oil or gas.

-When filling gas tanks or adding oil, be careful not to spill.

-When cleaning your boat, avoid toxic polishes or stain
removers near the water line.

Funding for Wetland, Riparian & Coastal Habitat Restoration
The Five Star Restoration Program seeks to develop community capacity to sustain local natural
resources for future generations by providing modest financial assistance to diverse local partnerships
for wetland, riparian, and coastal habitat restoration. The National Association of Counties, the
National Fish and Wildlife Foundation (NFWF), the Wildlife Habitat Council (WHC), in cooperation with
the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), Southern Company, and Pacific Gas and Electric
Company (PG&E) are pleased to solicit applications for the Five Star Restoration Program.
