11. GOVERNING LAW; VENUE. This Agreement, including all attachments hereto, shall be
construed according to the laws of the State of Florida. Venue for any lawsuit brought by
either party against the other party or otherwise arising out of this Agreement shall be in
Indian River County, Florida, or, in the event of federal jurisdiction, in the United States
District Court for the Southern District of Florida.

12. REMEDIES; NO WAIVER. All remedies provided in this Agreement shall be deemed
cumuiative and additional, and not in lieu or exclusive of each other or of any other remedy
available to either party, at law or in equity. Each right, power and remedy of the parties
provided in this Agreement shall be cumulative and concurrent and shall be in addition to
every other right, power or remedy provided for in this Agreement or now or hereafter existing
at law or in equity or by statute or otherwise. The failure of either party to insist upon
compliance by the other party with any obligation, or exercise any remedy, does not waive
the right to do so in the event of a continuing or subsequent delinquency or default. A party’s
waiver of one or more defaults does not constitute a waver of any other delinquency or
default. If any legal action or other proceeding is brought for the enforcement of this
Agreement or because of an alleged dispute, breach, defauit, or misrepresentation in
connection with any provisions of this Agreement, each party shall bear its own costs.

13. SEVERABILITY. If any term or provision of this Agreement, or the application thereof to
any person or circumstance shall, to any extent, be held invalid or unenforceable for the
remainder of this Agreement, then the application of such term or provision to persons or
circumstances other than those as to which it is held invalid or unenforceable shall not be
affected, and every other term and provision of this Agreement shall be deemed valid and
enforceable to the extent permitted by law.

14. AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS. The obligations of the County under this Agreement are
subject to the availability of funds lawfully appropriated for its purpose by the Board of County
Commissioners of indian River County.

15. NO PLEDGE OF CREDIT. The Contractor shall not pledge the County's credit or make
it a guarantor of payment or surety for any contract, debt, obligation, judgment, lien, or any
form of indebtedness.

16. PUBLIC RECORDS. The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Chapter 119,
Florida Statutes (Public Records Law) in connection with this Agreement.

17. NOTICES. Any notice, request, demand, consent, approval, or other communication
required or permitted by this Agreement shall be given or made in writing and shall be
served, as elected by the party giving such notice, by any of the following methods: (a) Hand
delivery to the other party; (b) Delivery by commercial overnight courier service; or (¢) Mailed
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by registered or certified mail (postage prepaid), return receipt requested at the addresses of
the parties shown below:

The parties hereby acknowledge and agree that each was properly represented
by counsel and this Agreement was negotiated and drafted at arm’s-length so that the judicial
rule of construction to the effect that a legal document shall be construed against the
draftsperson shall be inapplicable to this Agreement

20. COUNTERPARTS. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each
of which shall be deemed to be an original copy and all of which shall constitute but one and
the same instrument.

21. GENERAL. The Background Recitals are true and correct and form a material part of this
Agreement.

2} The Contractor must have provided commercial custodial services for at least 50,000
square feet at least once during each of those three years.

3) The Confractor's proposed Project Manager must have at least five (5) years continuous
experience in supervising commercial cleaning. A Resume must be provided.

4) The Contractor shall employ, at all times, the quality of supervision necessary for the
performance of the work contained herein.

5) All personnel of the Contractor shall be capable employees qualified and trained in this
type of work.

6) All personnel of the Contractor will be subjected to a criminal background check prior to
beginning work. This will include citizenship status, criminal history and validation of Social
Security number.

7) All personnel shall be identified by appropriate uniform, smock or other clothing article
clearly displaying the Contractors business name.

8) All personnel shall comply with the instructions pertaining to conduct while working in
County operated facilities.

9) The Contractor shall prohibit his employees from disturbing papers on desks opening desk
drawers or cabinets, using telephones or other office equipment.

10} The Contractor shall be responsible for securing of all facilities after their work is
complete. This may include setting of security systems, if provided.

11) The Contractor shall develop an emergency plan for all buildings, dealing with his
employee’s responsibilities and notification of County designated staff.

12) Neither the Contractor nor his employees shall permif individuais not employed by the
contractor access to any County Facility with out express consent of the Buildings and
Grounds Division.

13) Space provided within County buildings for use by the Contractor will be kept neat and
orderly.

14) The Contractor will be responsible for providing a weekly supply order for Custodial
supplies provided by the County and for the distribution and handling of those supplies when
delivered to the appropriate locations within the buildings.

15) The Contractor will be responsible for maintaining all MSDS forms for any Contractor
provided material used in County Facilities.

16) The Contractor may request specific cleaning products be added to those provided by the
County. The request should be in writing with adequate information, including proposed use,
approximate cost, expected quantities, etc. so as to allow evaluation of the request. Approval
of the request will not be unreasonably withheid.

17) The Contractor will be responsible for the means and methods used in cleaning
procedures. The County will provide, when available, specific instructions regarding the care
of fixtures, finishes and materials in order to avoid errors or damage.
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18) The County reserves the right to object to specific products or procedures that may cause
an adverse effect to the Building or its occupants.

Contractor Equipment

1) All Vacuums used in the completion of this work shall be equipped with HEPA filters.

2) The contractor shall maintain a log of filter changes for each vacuum. This log shall
include, as a minimum, the date the filter was changed and the person compieting the
change.

3) All equipment required for the completion of this work will be responsibility of the
Contractor.

4) All equipment will be properly maintained and operated in a safe manner at all times.

Services

1. Provide the owner with a continuous comprehensive custodial janitorial service.

2. Provide sufficient staff and equipment to fuffill the requirements of this contract.

3. Provide on-site supervision of all crews containing more than two (2) workers.

4. Provide all required transportation to and from the various work sites.

5. Provide services as outlined in duties and frequencies section of this document

8. Provide necessary training of employees as may be required to fulfill the requirements of
this contract. This may include attendance of training provided by supplier, manufacturers or
contractors of the County.

7. Provide all supplies necessary to fulfill the requirements of this contract including but not
limited to, cleaners, polishers, disinfectants, waxes, rags, towels and necessary personnel
safety items. Exclusions are listed separately.

7A. Indian_River County Green Cleaning Policy. To insure the safety of the public and the
employees of Indian River County as the occupants of County facilities, it shall be the policy
of Indian River County that the use of any chemicals or materials used in the cleaning and
maintenance of County facilities be certified green. If it is determined, for sanitary reasons,
that a non-green product must be used, then it shall only be utilized at times when the
employees and public are not within the confines of the facilities being cleaned or sanitized.
Contractor shall provide a list of materials used in their daily cleaning routine and provide
evidence of their certification as being a green product. Green cleaners are not regulated or
certified by any government agency or department, including the Florida Department of
Environmental Protection. However, there are several independent certifies that can be of
assistance in finding green cleaners. They are: Green Seal Green Certified
Products/Services; EcolLogo Green products Database; MBDC Cradle to Grave
Certification.

8. Provide pick up of County provided supplies from the Facilities Management Depariment
and distribute to various County Facilities. Abide by established inventory controls.

9. Provide monthly written self-appraisals of each building service using County provided
forms.

10. Provide for arming and disarming security systems and securing of buildings as part of
normal duties.
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11. Provide for collection of recyclable materials from collection station to central point in
building.

Coverage shall be on an "occurrence" basis, and the policy shall include
Broad Form Property Damage coverage and Fire Legal Liability of not less than $50,000.00 per
occurrence.

3. Commercial Automobile and Truck liability covering owned, hired, and nonowned vehicles
with combined single limits of not less than $2,000,000.00, each occurrence. Coverage shall
be on an "occurrence" basis, such insurance to include coverage for loading and unloading
hazards.

The required insurance shall be evidenced by delivery to the County of 1) certificates of
insurance executed by the insurers listing coverages and limits, expiration dates and terms of
policies and all endorsements whether or not required by the County, and listing all carriers
issuing such policies; and 2) upon request, a certified copy of each policy, including all
endorsements. The insurance requirements shall remain in effect throughout the term of this
Agreement.

Each insurance policy shall include the following conditions by endorsement to the policy: 1.
Each policy shall require that thirty (30) days prior to expiration, cancellation, nonrenewal, or
any material change in coverage or limits, a notice thereof shall be given to County by
certified mail to: Indian River County, Purchasing Division, 1840 25th Street Room N-118,
Vero Beach, FL 32960-3365.

Companies issuing
the insurance policy, or policies, shall have no recourse against County for payment of
premiums or assessments for any deductibles which all are at the sole responsibility and risk
of contractor. 3. The term "County" or "Indian River County" shall include ail Authorities,
Boards, Bureaus, Commissions, Divisions, Departments, and Offices of County and
individual members, employees thereof in their official capacities, and/or while acting on
behalf of Indian River County. 4. Indian River County Board of County Commissioners shall
be endorsed to the required policy or policies as an additional named insured.

Matthew and Hilda Harbourt own a 9.33 acre parcel of property located at 3675
661" Avenue. This property is the Harbourt's homestead lies south of 37" Street.

home improvements of $131,500. Four rows of citrus trees will also be lost in the
take. The reason for the increased severance damages is due to the proximity of
the right-of-way line to the home and also the fact that there will be a significant
change in grade made as a result of the road construction. 1t is estimated that
the road will be four feet higher than the house resulting in increased noise and a
change to enter or leave the property. Also, severance damages apply as the
take will result in a 33% reduction fo the size of the property.

In order to recommence negotiations with Mr. and Mrs. Harbourt, who are
represented by David Holloway of the firm of Tileston, Simon & Holloway, the
Board is required to make an unconditional offer to the Harbourts and provide
them with a copy of the appraisal on which it is based. In the past, the Board has
extended offers of the appraised value plus 15% in order to encourage
seftlement and defray possible attorney’s fees. In this case the appraised value
of the right-of-way needed of $273,800 plus 15% would equal $314,870. The
Board may also offer to purchase the entire property since we have an appraised
value of $525,000. For the entire parcel, the appraised value plus 15% would
equal $603,750.00.

Recommendation: Staff recommends the Board approve an unconditional offer
to purchase the necessary right-of-way from Mr. and Mrs. Harbourt Brown at a
price of $314,870 and an unconditional offer to purchase of the entire parcel for
$603,750.

REFERENCE: IRC Project No. 9920

The Project consists of the paving of 16% Street in Todian River County from 74" Avenue to 66™ Avenue,

The Project will cormect with the future paving project of 662 Avenue, currently under design by others.
16% Street currently exists as a two lane dirt road that parallels the Indian River Farms Water Control
District (IRFWCD) Sub Lateral A-1 Canal abutting and to the south of the road right-of-way. A small
wood pile bridge will be replaced over the (IRFWCD) Rangeline Canal at 74™ Avenue. A three lane
roadway section will be constructed between 74t_h Avenue and a point 2400 feet east. The read will have
through lanes and a center two way left turn lane. In this portion, the IRFWCD Canal will be piped to
accommodate the three lane section of roadway and storm water ireatment. This portion of roadway and
piping will be partially funded by a Developers Agreement from Pointe West Fast Village, Phase L, PD.
Storm water treatment in this portion of the project will be accommodated in the Pointe West Hast Village,
Phase I, PD lake system. The remaining eastem portion of the project will be constructed as a two lane
paved roadway with storm water treatment within the road right-of-way. A five foot wide sidewalk will be
constructed along the north side of the road (6 foot wide where sidewalk abuts curb). Additional right-of-
way will be required along the north side of the road right-of-way to accommodate the project.

All new right-of-way niecessary to construct the Project has been acquired except two (2) parcels (Fleming
and Laurel Homes) along the north side of the road that remain to be acquired either through continued
negotiation or through eminent domain.

The design of this section of roadway is substantially complete. Applicabie regulatory agency permits
have been obtained. A permit modification from the St. Johns River Water Management District will be
requested to extend the completion time two years. This permit modification will be obtamed m one
month. During the initial design period, the following criteria were evaluated for the selection of the
alignment of the project.

1. Alternate Alignments and Comparisons

2. Safety Considerations

3. Cost

4. Long Range Transportation Plan

5. Environmental Concerns

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Reviews of the above-mentioned 5 factors are as follows:

1. Alternate Alipnments and Comparisons - Four alternate alignments were evaluated with this
project.

The Code of Indian River County Florida 952.08 (1) (b) 3 attached requires that right-of way
deficiencies be acquired on the opposite side of any District Canal; therefore, acquiring right of
way 1o the south of the District Canal was not considered. Although a portion of the (IRFWCD)
. canal is being piped to utilize the Pointe West Bast Village, Phase I, PD lake system for storm
water treatment, piping (IRFWCD) canals is not desirable for the following reasons: Costs are
higher; closed drainage sysiems (pipes) are less efficient in conveying storm water than open
ditches; maintenance costs are much higher when system failures occur, wood stork habitat could
be affected; storm water quality is reduced; storm water quantity and flow velocities are
increased. These systems drain many acres of land where flooding becomes a concerm up siream.

The alternate corridors are described as follows:

Alternate Alienment One — This alignment will require piping of the first 2400 feet of (IRFWCD) Sub
T ateral A-1Canal from 74% Avenue east to allow for the three lane roadway section and allow the
storm water treatment in this portion of the project to be accommodated in the Pointe West East
Village, Phase I, PD lake system.- This section will utilize the ((RFWCD) right-of-way and the existing
toad right-of-way. The remaining portion to the east will transition to the north and be reduced to a
two lane road section, not requiring the piping and utilization of the (IRFWCD) right-of-way. This
eastern section will require the existing road right-of-way along with additional right-of —way from
parcels located along the porth side of 16™ Street. This alternate provides the straightest alignment to
the conmecting roads at 74% Avemue and 66 Avenue. The centerlines of 16™ Street east and west of
these two major intersectjons will line up creating the most desirable situation for east / west traffic

movements through the intersections. The dreinage system will have 1ninimal size piping of the
(IRFWCD) Canal.

- Aliernate Alignment Two — This alignment will require piping the entire length of the (IRFWCD) Sub

treatment in this portion of the project to be accommodated in the Poinie West East Viltage, Phase 1,
PD lake system similar to Alternate One. This alternate will require all of the (IRFWCD) right-of-way,
the existing road right-of-way and will require additional right-of-way from numerous parcels located
along the north side of 16" Street primarily in the three lane section. The estimated cost for the 1750

feet of canal piping in addition to alternate one canal piping is approximately $765,000.

Alternate Alighment Three — This alignment will consist of all of the paving and storm water freatment
being north of the (IRFWCD) Sub Lateral A-1 Canal and will not require any piping of JRFWCD)
Sub Lateral A-1 Canal. This alternate will require more additional right-of-way from numerous
parcels located along the north side of 16" Street than in alternate one and two, A three lane section for
first 2400 feet east of 74% Avenue will still be needed as in Alternates One and Two. The storm water
treatment in this portion of the project will not be able to be accommodated in the Pointe West East
Village, Phase I, PD lake system because of the canal crossing. Because of this the storm water
treatment for the western 2400 feet will be provided in the 16™ Street road right-of-way or by offsite
storm water ponds, requiring more right-of way acquisition than alternate one and two. The remaining
portion of the road to the east will transition into a two lane section. This alternate does not provide

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Alternate Alisnment Four — This alignment will require the piping of first 2400 feet of (IRFWCD) Sub
Lateral A-1Canal from 74% Avenue east to allow for the three lane roadway section and allow the
storm water freatment in this portion of the project to be accommodated in the Pointe West East
Village, Phase I, PD lake system. This section will utilize the (RFWCD) right-of-way and the existing
road right-of-way. The remaining portion to the east will transition to the north and be reduced to a
two lane road section, not requiring the piping and utilization of the (RFWCD) right-of-way.

4. Compatibility with Indian River County’s Long Range Transportation Plan, — The paving of 16"
Street from 74" Avenue to 66" Avenue is indicated as a commitied Roadway Improvement in the
Indian River County’s Long Range Transportation Plan {attached).

5. Pnvironrpental Impacts - The Design takes into consideration impacts to existing utilities, trees,
endangered species and water quality. All applicable regnlatory and environmental penmnits have
been obtamed. A modification to the existing permits wili be made to extend the penmit deadline
an additional two years and will be obtained prior to June 24, 2008, Alternates One, Two and
Pour both utilize an existing stormwater Jake within the Pointe West East Village, Phase I, PD
Subdivision through a developer’s agreement for the first 2400 feet of the project east of 74th
Avenue.

The additional piping of the canal for Alternate Two will result i less
effective stormwater treatment because of increased flows and less canal storage.

Recommended Alignment - Alignment Four is recommended for the Project. This alternate emphasizes
the use of the existing 16" Street right-of-way, minimizing the land acquisition. (IRFWCD) Sub Lateral A-
'1 Canal piping will resuli in the least environmental impact by providing the best storm water treatment.
This alignment will also align with existing side streets best and fit the road geometry at the intersections
of 74™ Avenue and 66 Averme.

For all services rendered by Administrator, Administrator shall be paid a salary of one hundred
eighty four thousand, eight hundred and twenty-six dollars and twenty cents annually, payable in 26
biweekly installments of $7,108.70, as adjusted for necessary deductions, In addition to salary,
Administrator’s compensation includes a car allowance of $350 monthly. Administrator’s salary shall
be increased by any cost-of-living increase granted other county employees during the second and third
years of this agreement.

SECTION 5. ADDITIONAL BENEFITS

County provides employees with a number of benefits that are set forth in the Indian River
County Administrative Policy Manual. These rights and benefits are available to Administrator on the
same terms and conditions that they are available to a full-time, regular non-contract employee;

County shall pay all professional dues, continuing education, subscriptions, and certification
fees for Administrator including International City Managers Association, Government Finance
Officers Association, and others deemed relevant or appropriate by the Administrator. The term
continuing education includes travel, lodging, and per diem expenses. Under State law it is
compulsory for Administrator to be included in the “Senior Management Service Class™ of the Florida
Retirement System. County agrees to make contribution ifito a county approved deferred compensation
program equal to the maximum contribution allowable by law. County shall also provide Long Term
Disability Insurance for Administrator and health insurance dependent care coverage.

County Administrator may elect, once per calendar year, to submit to a complete physical
examination, including a cardio-vascular examination, by a qualified physician selected by the county
administrator, the cost of which shall be paid by the County.

County agrees to provide and pay for a cell phone for the County Administrator. The County
Administrator shall select a cell phone plan most appropriate to conduct the affairs of the County, the
standard cost of which shall not exceed $100.00 per month.

SECTION 6. CONTRACT

The Administrator acquires no property rights in employment but has only the contractual
rights set forth or incorporated by reference in this employment agreement.

SECTION 7. TERMS

The employment contract is for three years from the commencement date written above. Year
one is March 23, 2008 to March 22, 2009; year two is March 23, 2009 to March 22, 2010, and year
three is March 23, 2010 to March 22, 2011. The contract is not continuing in nature and must be
renewed prior to March 22, 2011. Renewals shall be under the same terms as this agreement or as
otherwise agreed to by the parties, except that Section 4. Annual Compensation may be increased.
County shall provide Administrator at least 90 days written notice in the event of non-renewal.

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SECTION 8. TERMINATION

This contract may be terminated by Administrator at any time and for any reason by resignation
with 30 days written notice, in which case Administrator will be paid through the last day worked, or
by the County, at any time or for any reason, by giving Administrator 90 days notice of termination.
Any accrued annual leave and sick leave will be paid in full when a contract is terminated or not
renewed.

SECTION 9. SEVERANCE

If County terminates this contract at any time, or in the event of County’s failure to renew an
employment contract with Administrator, County shall pay Administrator one month’s severance pay
for each year of service, not to exceed twelve (12) months’ pay in the first year of the agreement;
eleven (11) months’ pay in the second year of the agreement; and ten (10) months’ pay in the third
year of the agreement. County shall maintain Administrator’s health insurance premiums for the same
period of time. In the event Administrator must resign because of serious life threatening illness,
certified by a medical doctor, which makes continued employment an impossibility, or in the event
Administrator resigns under pressure from one or more County Commissioners, or under
circumstances suggesting constructive discharge, Administrator shall be entitled to the same severance
package as listed above.
