Commissioner Davis felt as far as the shape the road and in conjunction
with ‘Mr. Brown's property, there was a health, safety and welfare issue with
placing the pubiic in that amount of danger and alfowing Mr. Brown to do what he
may be entitled one day to do with his property. He poirited out there was 160
acres with no place to go but a 30 foot road.

Commissioner Davis mentioned an option instead of maintaining the road
for driving, have it appear as it once looked a kind of museum versus an
aggregate road with the possibility of Mr. Brown making a road next to it. He
thought Mr. Brown's best bet was to utilize US Highway 1, as the path with least
resistance, having the less amount of people utilizing the road. Commissioner
Davis suggested turning the road into one-way heading south from County Road
(C.R.) 512.

Chairman Crawford asserted the need fo be sensitive to not create
hardships on property owners.

Commissioner Davis commented he was looking for the best way of
preserving the road for the historical aspects, not the cheapest, at the same time
preserving the rights of the surrounding property owners.

Mr. Keating confirmed although staff is inundated with projects and behind
schedule, it was possibie fo provide conceptional maps, not finalized, alignments
of Flemming Street as it affects Old Dixie Highway.

ON MOTION BY Mr. Roddenberry, SECONDED by
Mrs. Stanbridge, the members voted unanimously
(4-0) fo recommend staff to prepare reference land
usé maps for the one mile segment from County
Road 512 to US Highway 1 discussed and provide
same to this Committee at next month’s meeting, on
April 12, 2007.

Dr. Kyle Gibson, Citizen-at-Large Appointee and Wesley Davis, Commissioner
Liaison (arrived’ at 2:04 p.m.). Absent was Gene Roddenberry, Attorney
Appointee (excused).

Also present were IRC Staff: Roland DeBlois, Environmental & Code
Enforcement Chief, Bob Keating, Community Development Director; and Misty L.
Pursel, Commilssioner Assistant, District 1. Others present: Harry Tanner,
Interested Citizens.

Call to Order
Chairman Crawford called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m,

Approval of Minutes of the April 12, 2007 Meeting

Mrs. Stanbridge requested a correction on page 2, fourth paragraph, and

last sentence should read “. . . hence the proposed east/west connection of 53

Street . . .

ON MOTION BY Mrs. Stanbridge, SECONDED by
Mrs. Brady, the members voted unanimously (4-0)
to approve the March 8, 2007 minutes, with
correction.

Revlew of Information on Parcels Adjacent to + 1.3 Mile Segment of Cld
Dixie Highway South of CR 512 (re: initial discussions on proposed historic
road designation, continued from last meseting)

Mr. Roland DeBlois, [RC Environmental & Code Enforcement Chief,
provided a brief overview of a previous discussion at the last HRAC meeting on
March 8, 2007, which included a consideration request by a citizen for historic
road designation of 1.3 acres of the northern acre segment of Old Dixie Highway
and the Committee’s initial response and recommendations. He reiterated the
specific segment of road discussed had the visual and physical characteristics
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most intact from a historical integrity standpoint, however, with the concerns and
implications of how this Committee would make recommendations from a
standpoint of the number of properties who had sole access on the one lane
portion of Old Dixie Highway and the implications of development constraints,
etc., lead to the continuation fo the current meeting.

Mr. DeBlois reviewed a PowerPoint presentation of reference maps for
understanding of what was being discussed and the implications which needed
balance while moving forward in the preliminary conceptual discussions, copies
of which is on file in the Commission Office. Me pointed out the copies of the
maps handed out highlighted some of the ownerships, parcel fayouts, and zZoning
designation issues.

Non-voting Commissioner Liaison Wesley S. Davis arrived (at 2:04 p.m.}
and Reverend Dr. Kyle Gibson, arrived at 2:03 p.m.).

Mr. DeBlois noted from the maps, the first observation was the eastern
side where there was general access and If those parcels were developed, given
certain constraints, their main access would be off of U.S. 1 Highway, limiting the
Issue of access concerns.

Mr. DeBlois indicated if the area was not commercially or industrially
designated the County's future Land Use Map of the Comprehensive Plan
allowed the general maximum gross density of 6 units per acre.

Mr. DeBlois showed a map indicative of ownership breakdown of the
southern segment of Old Dixie Highway and pointed out Atfantic Coast
Enterprises, Inc. and Richard Brown were related ownerships. He described the
history of the Richard Brown/Atlantic Coast property was some mining activity or
scraping fill material from the site had been completed and reclaimed, so the
next logical phase of development for the overall property would be in all
likefthood residential development,

Mr. Roddenberry inquired whether the site had alternate access and Mr.
DeBlols respondsd in simple form, negative; however conceivably there were
pre-existing developments to the west within City limits which in a logical process
would promote interconnection and access through the development's streets,
which would create issues with the residents,

Discussion ensued regarding Flemming Street extension utilized as an
alternative access to the Brown/Atlantic Coast properties,
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Chairman Crawford reminded the Committee’s role was to determine the
historical value of Old Dixie Highway and worth to the community without
considering how it would affect landowners or what to do to improve the road,

Mrs, Brady inquired should Old Dixie Highway be designated historic,
would the designation prevent any future changes iaking place on that road.

Mr. DeBlois shared his viewpoint of the County could establish the historic
road criteria anyway it deslired if it was an equitable approach.

Mrs. Brady stated without any eminent changes for the road at the present
time, Le. development of the parcels, to have the Committee ascertain the
designation of the road and then when it was time for development in the future,
Old Dixie Highway designhation would be reviewed again by the Board of County
Commissioners (BCC).

Chairman Crawford suggested the Committee determine the historical
status, request the development of a corridor. plan with respect to every property
abutting Old Dixie Highway, and then developing a plan with those guidelines
already in place.

Mr. DeBlois pointed out it was clear to staff this matter was on the radar of

this Committee for potential historic issues and. the first point of action would be -

if any development projects were to be submitted, this Committee could request
some level of rebuke, without specifying the implications.

Mr. Bob Keating, IRC Community Development Director, confirmed an
industrial development project had submiited plans and the applicant was
looking at the access issue.

A discussion ensued regarding safety issues in preserving Old Dixie
Highway,

Mr. Harry Tanner, the petitioner, read from Chapter 933.06 of the Indian
River County Code entitied “Petitions, Designations, and Appeals,” Sections
(1)(a), (2) and (3), a copy of which is on file in the Commission office.

Mrs, Stanbridge suggested documents be attached to the Commitiee’s
-recommendation going to the BCC to include the documentation Mr. Tanner had
provided as a part of his eartier presentation to the Committee.

HRAC/Approved ' April 12, 2007
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Mrs. Brady echoed Mrs. Stanbridge's suggestion with the additionél
attachment of historical maps indicative of the appearance Old Dixie Highway in
the past as well as the present.

Chairman Crawford opined Old Dixie Highway was a great resource as
indicated by the story behind the road having had provided travel access to
Florida and the history of early development of Indian River County. He
recommended advising the Board to designate Old Dixie Highway as a historic
resource, and attach a recommendation of direction upon designation, i.e.
provide workshops, to explore the means of a balance between preservation and
land development.

Mrs. Stanbridge thought it appropriate to provide a corridor plan and a
management plan to assist in providing the criteria needed fo protect the
roadway, as well as the property owners along the roadway Iin efforts to have
everyone reading from the same page.

Mrs. Brady added another discussion would be what exact boundaries
were being cansidered,

Discussion ensued regarding the land use of the proposed indusirial
development and it was decided the issue should be a separate item for another
meeting.

Mr. DeBlois summarized the issues at hand as (1) whether or not the Old
Dixie Highway segment had the characteristics to warrant designation or at least,
recognized as a historic road by utilizing the information currently on hand, or
whether additional information was needed; (2) should the Committee choose
designation, the Commiitee would then recommend o the BCC to have the
County study and develop a management plan or formal designation, and then
(3) decide what should be conserved or preserved and how it would interface
with development rights, etc.

Reverend Dr. Gibson interjected the meaning of historic indicated the
preservation of something as is and anytime it was altered, it was no longer
historic, but a memory. He understood the Committee was tasked with deciding
on the historic value, not how development would affect Cld Dixie Highway.

Mr. Todd Smith, Interested Citizen felt it important to mention to the
Commiitee given Reverend Gibson's comment regarding alteration and loss of
historic value, approximately 1,500 feet of the roadway being considered herein
had already been altered from two lanes with a site plan for a sand mining
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project. He also mentloned the level of development already existing on Old
Dixie Highway, the future impacts for the City of Sebastian and their Interest in
Flemming Street should be evaluated before any recommendation was made.
He suggested the Committee consult with the County Attorney regarding no
right-of-way and the taking of private property.

Discussic;n ensued regarding the general standard of right-of-ways and the
development of Old Dixie Highway. ”

Chairman Crawford referenced a handout entitled “Corridor Management
Plans”, a copy of which is on file in the Commission Office, which provided
several points to assist in the development of a plan.

Discussion enstied regarding assessment of the aitributes during the
historic designation process.

ON MOTION BY Reverend Dr. Gibson, SECONDED
by Mrs, Stanbridge, the members voted
unanimously (5-0) to recommend to the Board of
County Commissioners make the road a historic
landmark and no further alterations be done to the

© 1.3 miles of the northern acre segment of Old Dixie
Highway.

ON MOTION BY Mrs. Stanbridge, to recommend the
Board of County Commissioners develop a Corridor
Management Plan for the 1.3 miles of the northern
acre segment of Old Dixie Highway, inviting the City
of Sebastian staff and members from historical
societies of Indian River County to assist the
Committee in developing same,

UNDER DISCUSSION Commissioner Davis inquired what was expected
to be included in the management plan. Chairman Crawford referred to the 14
points indicated on the handout entitied “Corridor Management Plans™ previously
referred to.

Continued discussion ensued regarding right-of-way issues.

THE CHAIRMAN CALLED FOR THE QUESTION and

Mr. DeBlois advised from staff's pefspective, the City of Sebastian location
was a more viable location fo pursue/because on the Archie Smith Fish House
property there were already conceptQal plans for restoring the fish house and the
use of that space for access andimprovements related to the fish house,

the City of Sebastian currently had a National
Registry District in that vicinity, which would assist in getiing points for potential
grants for restoration gfthe freight station,

Section 933.61. Title.

This chapter shall be known as the “Indian
River County Historic and Archaeological Re-
source Protection chapter”.

Section 933.02, Purpose.

It is the purpose of this chapter:

{1) To protect and perpetuate the natural and
cultural heritage of significant historic
and/or archaeological sites and structures,
including scenic and historic roads, in ad-
dition to enhancing their resource and prop-
erty value for the benefit, education, and
enjoyment of future generations;

(2) To protect the public interest in historic
and/or archaeological sites, structures, or
roadways from adverse activities, land uses,
excavations, construction, destruction and
other impacts, and to prevent the unneces-
sary removal of histoFi¢ stfuctures or ar-
chaeological artifacts;

(3) To stabilize and improve property values,
while providing attractions to residents,
tourists and visitors, a stimulus to business
and industry and a mode to preserve the
beauty and historical past of Indian River
County; and

(4) Te implement Comprehensive Plan Poli-
cies 8.3 and 8.4 of the Future Land Use

§ 233.06

Element, and Policy 9.4 of the Coastal Man-
agement Element.

Section 933.03. Definitions.

All terms defined in Chapter 901, Definitions,
are applicable in this chapter.
(Ord. No. 90-16, § 1, 9-11-90}

Section 933.04. Power and authority.

The power and authority of the board of county
commissioners and the appointed historic re-
sources advisory committee shall be in accordance
with Chapter 902, Administrative Mechanisms,
and shall be described in detail in that chapter.

Section 933.05. Prohibited activity.

Within Indian River County, it shall be un-
lawful for any person, group, organization or
agency to knowingly and/or willfully damage,
alter, destroy, deface, renovate, relocate, excavate
or otherwise disturb any known or designated his-
toric or archaeological resource without prior and
appropriate authorization from the Indian River
County Board of County Commissioners and from
any additional State or federal regulatory agency
with applicable jurisdiction.

(1) Petitions. An historic or archaeological des-
ignation request may be initiated by a written
petition from a property owner, the community
development department, the Indian River County
Historic Society, the historic rescurces advisory
committee, or by an appropriate, authorized
agency of the U.8. Government and/or the State
of Florida.

ta) Written petitiens for historic designations
may be initiated by, or authorized by, the
property owner(s). This request shall be sub-
mitted to the historic resources advisory
committee and shall be accompanied by any
additional information necessary, as re-
quested by the committee, to properly in-
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§ 933.06

vestigate and cornment on the request. The
committee shall review all potential his-
toric designations, and provide additional
information, comments or recommendations
(as necessary) to the board of county com-
missioners.

(b) The historic resources advisory committee
may, upon a majority vote, request an his-
torie/ archaeological designation or inves-
tigation of any known or suspected historic
resource. The committee may also request
additional protection or delineation for any
proposed, recognized or submitted historic
resource within Indian River County.

{¢) The community development director, or his
designee, or the Indian River County His-
toric Society may forward a request for his-
toric designation of a historic resource to
the historic resources advisory committee
for comments and recommendations.

(d) Upon petition/request for archaeological re-
source designation, the county shall pro-
vide written notification to the property
owner(s) of the intent to consider a pro-
posed historic designation at least thirty
(30) calendar days prior to the date of the
public hearing as provided for in Chapter
902.

Upon request for historic resource designation
involving human burial remains, all issued or
pending permits pertaining to the affected por-
tion of the subject property shall be suspended,
and no new permits shall be issued or reinstated
for a period of up to fifteen (15) consecutive days
or until a final report is received from the State
archaeologist or district medical examiner.

(2) Designations. The hoard of county commis-
sioners shall hold public hearings to consider pe-
titions/requests for historic designations pursuant
to the criteria of section of 933.10 and pursuant to
the provisions of Chapter 902, Administrative
Mechanisms. Such designations shall confer upon
applicable structures or properties an acknowl-
edgement of local historic significance.

All petitions/requests for historic designations
approved by a majority vote of the historic re-
source advisory committee shall be forwarded to

INDIAN RIVER COUNTY CODE

the board of county commissicners for final ap-
proval. The board of county commissioners may,
upon a majority vote, designate an area, site, ar-
tifact, excavation, structure or other resource as
an historic resource, regulated by the provisions
of this ordinance.

(3) Appeals. Decisions and/or designations by
the board of county commissioners concerning his-
toric resources within Indian River County are
subject to the procedures and provisions set forth
by Section 902, Administrative Mechanisms. Ap-
peals of the board’s decision may be initiated by
the subject property owner or authorized agent.

Upon any appeal of the board’s decision, the
board of county commissioners may continue the
suspension of all activities and permits within that
portion of the site associated with the historic or
archaeological resources in question, pending a
final decision or agreement between the board and
the subject property owner(s) or a rendering of a
decision of appeal, whichever occurs first. Any
property owner(s) may waive the deadlines set
forth in this ordinance or request an earlier
hearing by written request to the board of county
commissioners, which shall approve, deny or ap-
prove with conditions all waiver requests.

Section 933.07. Exemptions.

Duly authorized agents of the State of Florida
or the federal government, or organizations au-
thorized by Indian River County conducting bona
fide scientific surveys, investigations, excavations
or explorations for the purpose of identification,
protection, or exhumation of historical resources
of Indian River County, may be exempted from
the provisions of this ordinance, provided such ex-
emptions are deemed to be in the best interest of
the citizens of Indian River County, the State of
Florida or the nation. -

In circumstances of emergeney or impending di-
saster, the provisions of this ordinance shall in no
way impede or restrict the performance or duties
of any authorized emergency personnel with
proper jurisdiction in Indian River County.

Background. In late 2006 and early 2007, the Board discussed different methods of fast
tracking the widening of State Road 60 from four lanes to six lanes, between 1-95 and 66™
Avenue. Due io increased growth in the County, additional capacity was needed to
adequately handle traffic flow. The Florida Department of Transportation had planned to
widen State Road 60 in the area, but had delayed construction indefinitely. The Board
agreed to enter into an advanced funding agreement with FDOT whereby the County
would advance the funds needed to build the road to FDOT and in turn, FDOT would move
the improvement project ahead on their schedule to have construction begin in 2008. The
FDOT would then repay the County the sums advanced over time, but with only limited
interest. in order to try and recoup some of the lost interest, the Board enacted the State
Road 60 Interest Share Fee in March 2007.

in simple terms, the ordinance charges a fee for each “new trip” that is added to State
Road 60 between 1-95 and 66™ Avenue. The amount of the fee is established by a formula
in the Technical Memorandum which takes into account the type of development project, .
the development traffic study and the cost of construction for the State Road 60
improvements. The State Road 60 project is divided into two segments: segment one is
between 66" and 82™ Avenue; segment two is between 82" Avenue and 1-95.

Ordinance Amendment. When the ordinance was enacted, the construction cost
estimate for segment one was $38 million. Bids, however were significantly lower and the
project cost has now been lowered to $23,833,362, or about 37% less. Due fo the
reduction in construction costs, the State Road 60 Interest Share Fee Ordinance must be
amended to refiect the reduction in interest that will be lost by the County. The original
ordinance set forth the fee in the text of the ordinance itself. The amended ordinance has
the fee set by resolution thus eliminating the need to amend the ordinance if construction
costs change in the future.

Recommendationi Staff recommends the Board hold the public hearing and after taking
into consideration public comment, approve the amended ordinance and resolution.

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properties previously connected to the water system, back up to Gardenia Street or County Road
512. The owners of these properties have signed agreements which obligate them to be included in
the assessment project. These are included in the 108 owners (78%) of the subdivision’s 139 lots,
supporting the petition, requesting the installation of the county water system.

According to tax records, there are 18 remaining vacant lots. One of the parcel 1.D’s incorporates 2
lots, 2 others each include 1.5 lots. Average lot sizes are 0.63 of an acre, with 65% smaller and 28%
larger. Property owners signing the petition, as stated on the petition, have requested that all
properties be equally assessed.(See ATTACHMENT 1 — Resolution with Exhibit A, Preliminary -
Assessment Roll, ATTACHMENT 2 — Plat Map that displays the area to benefit from the
assessment project, and ATTACHMENT 3 — Schedule of properties and Estimated Project Cost).

This project is to be paid through the assessment of property owners along the proposed water line
route. Funding will be from the assessment fund No. 473.

The total estimated project cost and amount to be assessed, including engineering, administration
and construction is $735,000.00 (rounded) (See ATTACHMENT 3 Estimated project cost and
preliminary assessment roll). The estimated assessment cost per square foot is $0.256518
(rounded).

NOw, THEREFORE, BE. IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY

1. The foregoing recitals are affirmed and ratified in their entirety.

2. The special assessments imposed for the Assessment Project against the specially
benefited properties in the Assessment Area shown on the assessment roll attached hereto as
Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by this reference are hereby confirmed and approved, and
shail remain legal, valid, and binding first liens against the specially benefited properties shown
on attached Exhibit “A” until paid in full. The special assessments for the Assessment Project
shall constitute a lien against the specially assessed property in the Assessment Area equal in
rank and dignity with the liens of all state, county, district or municipal taxes, and other non-ad
valorem assessments. Except as otherwise provided by law, such special assessment lien
shall be superior in dignity to all other liens, titles and claims, until paid. The special
assessment lien shall be deemed perfected upon adoption by the Board of this Resolution and
recordation of this Resolution in the Official Records of the County maintained by the Clerk of
Indian River County. Such recordation shall constitute prima facie evidence of the validity of
the special assessments imposed for the Assessment Project in the Assessment Area.

3. The Board hereby finds and determines that the special assessments imposed in
accordance with this Resolution and Resolution No. 2008-080 provide an equitable method of
funding the construction of the Assessment Project by fairly and reasonably aliocating the cost
to specially benefited property, based upon the square footage attributabte to each parcel of
property in the manner described in Resolution No. 2008-080.
