











One (1) full-time Customer Service Representative has been replaced with two (2) part-time
positions. This will provide better flexibility in scheduling workers and provides a minor savings
($3,539). Additionally, two (2) Utility Service Worker positions have been downgraded to Meter
Readers for a moderate cost savings. With the number of utility customers remaining stable, user
fee revenues should cover the recommended expenses. Therefore, no increase inrates or fees is
recommended in Utilities.

OPEB Expenses

OPEB expenses total $2,698,073 for next fiscal year, which is a new accounting requirement we
have not incurred previously. This requirement is an accounting of the cost of the retiree health
insurance benefits. The calculation accounts for the costs of these benefits as they are earned by
employees. it should be noted that the present value of our current liability is estimated at over
$29 million as of September 30, 2008. Additionally, the Medicare Advantage Plan and subsidy
changes approved in April substantially reduced this cost. Without these changes, the cost would
have been about $4.2 million per year:

Prospective View

it will be our continuing challenge to meet the demands of the combined impact of tax reform,
reduced tax roll, and declining state revenues. We have worked with BCC departments,
Constitutional Officers, state agencies, and nonprofits to reduce the County budget to account for
the reduced tax roll and other revenue declines. However, we may be facing another difficult year
in 2009/2010. Staff anticipates another decrease in the tax roll next year as market values
continue to decline. The Brackett West Library is scheduled to open in October 2008, and
additional staffing and operating costs will need to be funded. Fire Station 12 should be
completed and placed into service in October 2009 as well. This will require additional positions
and most likely an associated tax increase for next fiscal year.

The preceding is intended to provide"t‘he Board with a general overview of the most significant
changes in the proposed budget. A more detailed explanation will be provided during the
workshop sessions.
