Mr. John McCoy, IRC Senior Planner, Current Development,
reviewed the information contained in his memorandum dated March 11,
2008, which is on file in the Commission Office (6:50:04).

Mr. McCoy noted if this proposal was approved by the Board of
County Commissioners (BCC), it would include a condition that in the
event the project did not go forward and get built the land would revert to
its present zoning within seven years.

Mr. Smith asked how much of the acreage used for transferring
density could be developed without mitigation. Mr. McCoy responded
probably all of the Vero Beach Highlands and 12th Street sites couid be
developed; however there would be a lot of permitting involved with the
Breezy Village and Indian River Boulevard sites.

Discussion followed about the amount and type of acreage involved
in the density transfer.

(LDR’s) said no density transfer or density bonus could be applied to any
residential development of a site or portion of a site designated as
agricultural on the Comprehensive Land Use map. She observed there
were 430 acres outside the urban service area designated as agricultural
on the Land Use map, and wondered how we got past the L.DR that said
we could not do that.

Mr. McCoy explained the Comp Plan superseded or overrode the
LDRs, and in this particular case Policy 18.3 was the one exception to the
code section. He continued it actually encouraged density to be
transferred to agricultural receiving sites, specifically to encourage
Traditional Neighborhood Designs (TNDs).

Ms. Keys asked if the County should be looking at creating LDRs for
TNDs in the near future. Mr. McCoy said staff had previously relied on the
provisions of objectives 18.1, 18.2 and 18.3 to implement TNDs, but
agreed there should be implementing legisiation to provide the details in
these circumstances.

Discussion followed on the benefits of TNDs.

Mr. Andrew Kennedy, 3001 Qcean Drive, introduced the design
team (8:10:12). Mr. Kerry Godwin, Godwin & Associates, P.O. Box
940655, Maitland, Florida (8:10:56), gave a PowerPoint presentation, a
copy of which is on file in the Commission Office.

Mr. Todd Bonnett, Bonnett Design Group, P.O. Box 948035,
Maitland, Florida (8:12:37), came forward with a PowerPoint presentation,
a copy of which is on file in the Commission Office.

Mr. Brian Curley, P&S Properties (8:16:01), gave a PowerPoint
presentation, a copy of which is on file in the Commission Office.

Chairman Hamner observed local people were involved in the
project, but noted it had started off with a different group and wondered if
P&S would be developing it or if it was really for sale. Mr. Kennedy stated
there had not been a change of ownership and it was their intention to
remain with the project.

Chairman Hamner called a recess a 9:05 p.m. and the meeting
reconvened at 8:15 p.m.

Avenue would go from the development to 77" Street. Mr. McCoy related
if this ever happened it would be a long time away.

Ms. Tammy Vogel, 7375 85" Street (8:42:36), understood there
would be trails and walkways around her property. Chairman Hamner said
there would be at least a Type “B” buffer and this would be coming to the
P&Z at a later date.

Ms. Beverly O'Neill, 9790 61 Place (8:45:34), wanted to know if
there would be public access from the set-aside to Breezy Village Mobile
Home subdivision. Mr. McCoy confirmed the site would be conservation
and the only access was from the terminus of 99" Street on the northeast
corner.

Chairman Hamner closed the public hearing at 9:40 p.m.

ON MOTION BY Mr. Fletcher, SECONDED BY
Mr. Lawrence, the members voted (5-2) to
approve staff’s recommendation with the
addition of having a passive use for the 12"
Street park site; the sequency of the transfer
of density; additional buffering for the
adjacent residential parcels as discussed; and
resolution of the easement issue. Mr. Smith
and Dr. Baker in opposition.

Mr. Smith stressed this was a great project, but he had voted against
it because one of the basic premises of the Comp Plan was the urban
service line. He wished the project was inside the urban service area;
however he felt because this project pushed across the line it encouraged
the loss of agricultural properties. Mr. Smith continued if the project did
proceed he would like to see a much larger increase in the frade-off
between the area outside the urban service area and the parcels inside the
urban service area. He thought if you were going to provide green space
inside the urban service area as a trade-off, the trade-off should be much
closer to one-to-one.

Dr. Baker agreed with Mr. Smith and thought this set a dangerous
precedent as far as the urban service line was concerned.

Mr. Keating observed this was an aliowance in the Comp Plan and
the urban service did not move.

The Department of Community Affairs (Department) has completed a review of your
application and request for a clearance letter confirming that the Liberty Park project proposed in
Indian River County, Florida, will not be required to undergo review as a development of
regional impact (DRI). The information provided for our review include the Conceptual Planned
Development Plan last revised on April 30, 2008 (Site Data Sheet C-1 last revised March 6,
2008) submitted with your letter to Mr. Bob.Dennis, Regional Planning Administrator, dated
August 5, 2008 and received by the Department on August 7, 2008; and your two email
responses to Mr. Bob Dennis on August 13 and 14,2008, providing project details about the
proposed number of residential units and amount of non-residential development, parking, and
project phasing,

Our review of your request for a clearance letter is based on Section 380.06(2)(d), Florida
Statutes (F.S.), Section 380.0651, F.S., Rule 9J-2.0275, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).
These statute and rule citations outline the statewide guidelines and standards for determmining if
individual projects and multi-use projects must undergo review as a DRI,

- As described in the submitted information, the project site is located in parts of Township
31, Ranges 38 and 39, Section s 31, 32, and 36 in Indian Rjver County, Florida. The “Main™
project site consists of approximately 510.83 acres. There are four additional parcels associated
with this project. These parcels are referred to as Breezy Village consisting of approximately 40
acres in Township 31 South, Range 29 East, and Section 20; 12™ Street Park consisting of
approximately 18.9 acres in Township 33 South, Range 39 East, and Section 09; Vero Highlands
consisting of approximately 10.76 acres in Township 33 South, Range 39 East, and Section 35;
and Indian River Boulevard consisting of 56.84 acres located in Township 32 South, Range 39
East, and Section. All four parcels are located in unincorporated Indian River County except for
41.2 acres of the Indian River Boulevard site located in Vero Beach. Density from the four
offsite locations will be transferred to the Main site and although the total number of residential

1,050 residentia} units, residential development will be limited to 992 residential units, The
location of Main site and the four offsite parcels are shown on the attached maps.

The Breeze Village site will be deed restricted for conservation purposes and used as a
site for upland and wetlands mitigation and for protected species mitigation and relocation. The
12" Street site will be dedicated to Indian River County or a private entity for non-residential use
as a park or for another public use. The Vero Highlands site will used as a park for active
recreation. The Indian River Boulevard site will be deed restricted for conservation, perhaps for
wetlands mitigation.

Liberty Park will be developed as a mixed use project consisting of 992 residential units
(725 single family units and 267 multi-family units); 163,700 gross square feet of commercial
consisting of retail (106,000 square feet), restaurant (12,700 square feet), and grocery (45,000
square feet); 40,700 square feet of office; a day care center (9,500 square feet), and a magnet
elementary school already constructed. There will 946 parking spaces associated with the retail
uses. Although 1,082 parking spaces are calculated for the entire project, the applicant intends to
apply the Urban Land Institution’s shared parking reduction of 30 percent or a reduction of 325
parking spaces. This reduction will reduce the overall parking spaces for the project to 757
spaces. In the following analysis, the 946 retail parking spaces will be used.

- DRITHRESHOLD ANALYSIS

Section 380.06(2)(c), F.S., provides that the Department shall apply the guidelines and
standards that were in effect when the developer received authorization to commence
development from the local government. If a developer has not received authorization to
commence development from the local government prior to the effective date of the new or
amended guidelines and standards, the new and amended guidelines and standards shall apply.
Because the applicant has not yet received authorization to commence development, the project
will be reviewed pursuant to the currently applicable DRI guidelines and standards in a manner
described in Section 380.06(2)(d), F.S.

The applicable DRI guidelines for the proposed development are Rule 28-24.023, F AC.,
(Residential Development); Section 380.0651(3)(d), F.S., (Office Development); Section
380.0651(3)(e), F.S., (Retail and Service Development); and Section 380.0651(3)(h), F.S.,
(Multi-Use Development).

Section 380.06(2)(d), F.S., provides that a development which is below 100 percent of all
numerical thresholds in the applicable guidelines and standards shall not be required to undergo
DRI review; a development which is at 100 percent or is between 100 to 120 percent of a
numerical threshold is presumed to be required to undergo DRI review: and a project which is at
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or above 120 percent of any numerical threshold in the applicable guidelines and standards shali
be required to undergo DRI review,

Rule 28-24.023, F A.C., Residential Development, provides the DRI threshold for
residential development in counties based on population. The Florida Population Estimates,
April 1, 2007, Population Program, Bureau of Economic and Business Research, University of
Florida, is the source for county population estimates used in determining the residential
thresholds for DRI review. The population estimate in Indian River County is 139,757. Rule
28-24.023(d), F.A.C., provides that in counties with a population between 100,001 and 250,000
the residential threshold is 1,000 units. The proposed development will include 992 residential
units, which is 99.2 percent of the applicable DRI threshold. ‘Therefore, the proposed
development is not required to undergo DRI review based on the retail and service threshold.

Section 380.0651(3)(d), F.S., Office Development, provides that the DRI threshold for
office buildings or parks is 300,000 square feet of gross tloor area, or more than 600,000 square
feet or gross floor area in a county with a population greater than 5 00,000 and only in a
geographic area specifically designated in the comprehensive as highly suitable for increased
intensity. The population in Indian River County does not exceed the population threshold:
therefore, the 300,000 gross square foot threshold is the applicable standard. The proposed
development will include 40,700 square feet of gross floor area of office, which is 13.57 percent
of the applicable DRI threshold. Therefore, the proposed development is not required to undergo
DRI review based on the office threshold.

Section 380.0651(3)(e), F.S., Retail and Service Development, provides that the DRI
threshold for retail development is 400,000 gross square feet or 2,500 parking spaces. The
proposed development will include 163,700 gross square feet of commercial space, which is
40.93 percent of the applicable DRI threshold. Nine hundred and forty-six (946) parking spaces
are proposed for the development project, which is 37.84 percent of the applicable DRI
threshold. Therefore, the proposed development is not required to undergo DRI review based on
the retail and service threshold. :

Section 380.0651(3)(h), F.S., Multi-Use Development, provides DRI threshoids that are
applicable when the proposed development includes three or more land uses, one of which is
restdential and contains at least 100 dwelling units or 15 percent of the applicable residential
threshold, whichever is greater, then the threshold for a DRI pursuant to this section is calculated
as the sum of the highest percentages of the appropriate thresholds for each land use in the
development. A proposed development will be considered at 100 percent of the threshold if the
sum is equal to or greater than 160 percent. This threshold is in addition to, and does not
preclude, a development from being required to undergo development of regional lmpact review
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under any other threshold. The sum of the maximum percentages of the appropriate thresholds is
identified below:

Residential Develz)pment: 99.20%

Office Development: 13.57%
Retail and Service Development: 40.93%
Total: : 153.70%

The sum of the percentages of the appropriate thresholds for the development equals 153.70
percent, which is 96.06 percent of the multi-use threshold. Therefore, the proposed development
is not required to undergo development of regional impact review based on the multi-use
threshold. '

The Department has determined that the Liberty Park development, as proposed in your
request for a clearance letter, is not required to undergo DRI review. Please be aware that the
conclusions of this letter represent an informal determination based on the information submitted
with your August 5, 2008 letter and your two email letters dated August 13 and 14, 2008. The
Department has no independent knowledge of any of your assertions and the Department hereby
reserves all rights pursuant to Chapter 380, F.S., concerning this development. Further review of
the proposed development of the Liberty Park project may be required if any of the development
plans represented above are materially changed or if additional changes are proposed.

Public Benefits:

For all PD projects, applicants must identify the public benefits that the project will provide in
exchange for the county approving requested waivers. For Liberty Park, the public benefits
are as follows:

- Elementary School Site: The developer dedicated the 18.89 acre Liberty Magnet
School site without compensation in advance of project consideration. In addition to
the site, drainage, paving, and landscape upgrades for the school were provided by the
developer. The school is now open and operational.

- County Park: (Ryall Park) The applicant will dedicate a 58.92 acre site at the
northeast corner of 66th Avenue and 81st Street as a county park. The site will also
provide stormwater treatment for the CR510 widening project. The applicant will
dedicate the site with the final plat for phase 1. Prior to a certificate of completion for
phase II, the applicant will construct park improvements on the site, including play
fields, parking, landscaping, and bathrooms. The developer will also pave 81st Street
from 66th Avenue to the park entrance. With the final plat, the developer will dedicate
a 12 acre conservation area for native uplands and wetlands at the north end of the
park.

- 12th Street Public Use Site: The developer will dedicate 18.90 acres at the southeast
corner of 12th Street and 58th Avenue for public use. This parcel will be graded and
grassed, and improved with access, then dedicated to the county for park or other
public uses prior to or via the phase III final plat.

- Indian River Bivd Conservation Area: The developer will place conservation
easements over two adjacent parcels that lie just east of Indian River Bivd on the north
side of 37th Street. There is a 15.64 acre parcel that is in the County and a 41.2 acre
parcel in the City of Vero Beach. County staff has coordinated with the city
community development director who has indicated that the proposed density transfer
and conservation easement are consistent with city policies and regulations. While
maintaining ownership of the parcels, the developer will place conservation easements
over these two parcels that will prohibit residential use of the parcels and restrict the
density to zero. The conservation easements will need to be established prior to or via
the recording of the final plat phase I to both Indian River Blvd sites. The developer
may use the parcels as a mitigation bank.

- "Breezy Village" Conservation Area: This 40.2 acre parcel is located just west of
the Breezy Village mobile home park at the west end of 99th Street. While the
developer will retain ownership of and maintenance responsibilities for the parcel, the
developer will establish a conservation easement over this parcel prohibiting
residential use and restricting the density to zero. In addition, the site will be rezoned
to PD at zero density, and the developer will remove exotics from the site to enhance
the conservation area. The conservation easement will need to be established prior to
or via the final plat for phase I. The exotics must be removed prior to issuance of a
certificate of completion for phase L.
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- Emergency Services/public use site: The developer has committed to dedicating a
4.59 acre parcel located near the southeast corner of CR510 and 66th Avenue for a fire
station or other public uses. The site will need to be dedicated to the county without
compensation prior to or via the final plat for phase I.

- Right-of-Way Dedications: The applicant will dedicate right-of-way for CR510,
66th Avenue, 70th Avenue (Powerline Road), and 74th Avenue without compensation.

The rights-of-way for CR510, 66th Avenue, and 81st Street lying east of 66th Avenue

will need to be dedicated prior to approval of the phase I preliminary PD plan, or

within 90 days of notification by the county of a justifiable need (utility line relocates),
whichever occurs first. The rights-of-way for the other roads will be dedicated prior to

ot via the final plat for the phase or sub-phase which includes the subject right-of-way.

- Street Dedications: All interior streets will be privately dedicated, but open to the
public. This will be reflected in the dedication language on the final plats. The major
roads that run through the main site, 74th Avenue and 81st Street, will be publicly
dedicated, but the landscaping installed within the right-of-way will be privately
maintained.

- Douglas Subdivision Drainage and Pedestrian Improvements: With the Ryall Park
improvements, the developer has committed to construct stormwater improvements
that will serve to enhance drainage for the Douglas Subdivision which lies east of the
park. A pedestrian connection from the Douglas Subdivision to the park will be made
with the drainage improvements. The drainage work must be done prior to issuance of
a certificate of completion for phase II.

- Ofi-site sidewalk: The developer has committed to construct an off-site sidewalk
along the south side of CR510 to serve the Douglas Subdivision. The sidewalk will
run from 64th Avenue to 66th Avenue and be constructed prior to issuance of a
certificate of completion for phase I.

- Extension of County Road Grid: The project design provides for the extension of
70th Avenue (Powerline Road), 74th Avenue and 81st Street. These streets will be
built out as the development is built.

Background Conditions

On September 10, 2008, the Board of Commissioners approved the operating budget for fiscal year
2008/09. This budget was reduced substantially due to slowing economic conditions, falling real
estate values, and Amendment 1 as approved by the voters on January 29, 2008. Total taxing fund
budgets saw a reduction of approximately $11 million. In order to achieve the necessary cuts, many
difficult choices were made. This included the elimination of 86 full-time positions, a $217,300
(19.8%) decrease in children’s services funding, and the elimination of general non-profit funding,
among other cuts. Where possible, the level of service to our taxpayers was not reduced. However,
some areas did see service level cuts. One of those areas was the reduction of the Gifford Aquatic
Center (GAC) from year-round to seasonal operations. This resulted in a net savings of $73,073 for
the Municipal Service Taxing Unit (M.S.T.U.) Fund.

During the final budget hearing, several residents voiced concerns about seasonal operation of the
Gifford Aquatic Center. A motion was made to add funding back for some limited operation at this
facility during the winter months at a net cost of about $21,038. Due to limited resources and further
declining revenues, this motion failed on a 3-2 vote. Since the final hearing, an effort was made to
raise funds from private donors in order to fund the proposed operating hours. As of October 7, 2008
the County has received donations from several contributors totaling $11,180. In light of public
support for this operation, the Board of Commissioners approved a motion to add back funding to the
2008/09 budget. Direction was given to evaluate sources of funding including other Recreation
Department expenditures and M.S.T.U. Fund contingencies.

Alternatives and Analysis

During the October 7% meeting, Freddie Woolfork presented a 5-POINT Plan for operating the GAC
on a year round basis and increasing attendance at the facility. This proposal included a schedule of
operations for twenty-six (26) hours per week. After the meeting, staff met with Mr. Woolfork and
other members of the Gifford Pool Committee to work out the details of the proposed operations.
During this meeting, the committee members requested flexibility in setting the exact hours and days
of operation. Staff fully agrees with this concept as this will allow for adjustments to the scheduling in

the event certain days and hours are not well attended. Additionally, staff and the committee propose
to allow some flexibility by month in the hours of operation at this location. This would aliow for the
pool to be open fewer hours in the coldest months like December and January. Any savings realized
during these months could be used to open for additional hours in the warmer months like April and
October. This arrangement should provide the flexibility to operate the pool in @ manner to attract the
highest attendance and be responsive to the desires of the community.

Staff has developed a cost estimate for operating the pool for twenty-six hours per week from
September 16" — April 30" and has provided two alternatives for funding the cost. Both scenarios
involve reducing staffing at the North County Aquatic Center (NCAC) in order to facilitate adding
employees at the Gifford Aquatic Center. This is now possible due a change in operation at the
NCAC zero-entry pool. In light of further revenue reductions from the State and worsening economic
conditions, the zero-entry pool at NCAC is now open only on weekends during the September 16M -
April 30™ time period. This allows for the transfer of two (2) part-time lifeguard positions from North
County to Gifford. The net cost of this change works out to $11,697, slightly more than the amount of
donations received to date ($11,190). In alternative 1, staff proposes to use the donations to fund the
shorifall. Alternative 2 utilizes M.S.T.U. Fund contingencies to fund the difference. The tables below
show the staffing changes proposed and their impact on the total budget for the North County Aquatic
Center and the Gifford Aguatic Center:

Alternative 3 provides for a slightly reduced number of hours of operation in accordance with a
previously recommended alternative for operations Monday through Friday from 1:30 pm — 5:30 pm.
This alternative would have a net cost of $7,873, which could be funded from donations as well.
