SUBJECT: Mensing Proposal to Avoid Litigation Through Partial Right-Of-
Way Abandonment

Since April 22, 2008 when the Board, by Resolution No. 2008-043, accepted
the implied dedication of a 60-foot strip of land shown in the Fleming Grant
Plat of 1888 (recorded in Plat Book 1, Page 72) | have been repeatedly
contacted by Mr. Kirrie, requesting the County file a declaratory action for
the circuit court to affirm the County’s rights in the strip of land as a road,;
and by Mr. Mensing threatening suit for damages and takings.

Last Friday Mr. Mensing met with me to discuss an approach which may
avoid litigation.

1. Initiate an abandonment of the 60-foot strip north of Mensing’s Lot
15, less the west 60 feet (to allow a potential connection from 129"
Avenue to 130"™ Avenue in the future via Lot 14 (Holley property) to
the north).

2, Retain the 60-foot strip north of Lot 16 {Kirrie} and initiate County
maintenance so Kirrie does not block Mensing access.

This allows Kirrie access to the east end of his lot 16, which he desires. It
also allows Mensing to circumvent re-financing difficulties resulting from a
sethack encroaching 40’ x 20’ CBS building which he asserts has been on
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the tax rolls since 1964. Mensing estimates costs of replacement at $40 -
60,000 (depending on lands assertedly taken).

RECOMMENDATION

-

Authorize initiation of a right-of-way abandonment process as outlined
above, culminating in an abandonment public hearing.

It is respectfully requested that the information contained herein be given formal consideration
by the Emergency Services District Board of Commissioners at the next scheduled meeting.

Background:

Fire Rescue Station #2, located at 3301 Bridge Plaza Drive, Vero Beach, was damaged in the
2004 Hurricane season. The County awarded the Part 11 agreement (Construction Services) to
Barth Construction, Inc. on May 16, 2006, to begin the rebuilding process. The crews were
moved into a FEMA trailer for the duration of the rebuilding process. Under a partial Certificate
of Occupancy, Fire Rescue personnel moved back into the station in May 2008. Subsequently,
FEMA removed the trailer so the landscaping requirements could be completed.

For consideration you will find one (1) change order for the final payment. Change order
number 5 is for the final cost of the station, which came in with a reduction from the initial
contract amount of a savings of $114,391.62.

ANALYSIS:

The contractor for the reconstruction of Station #2, Barth Construction, Inc. has completed all
phases of the work pursuant to the contract and has submitted a request for final payment and
release of retainage in the amount of $61,826.55. Donadio & Associates, Architects, P.A., the
county’s representative, bas reviewed the request and believes all work has been completed and
all final release of liens has been received.
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RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends the Board approve the final payment and release of retainage in the amount of
$61,826.55

BACKGROUND:

The Solid Waste Disposal District (SWDD) landfill operation is a highly regulated activity, which
requires environmental compliance documentation in accordance with several different permits.
Many of the compliance reports are prepared and certified by a third party professional engineer.
This agenda item requests authorization to engage the engineering firm of Camp Dresser &
McKee Inc. (CDM) to prepare and seal the following reports:

1. Semi-annual and annual reports to assess the characteristics of ground water and surface
water at the site and the quality of the leachate generated by the Class | landfill in accordance
with the site's landfill permits,

2. Annual reports required by the site Title V air quality permit including the annual operating
report and the flare emission testing report.

In addition, SWDD often requires engineering, technical and construction services assistance in
connection with annual facility upgrade, compliance and operation. Approval of engineering
contingency fund for such services allows SWDD to respond to issues that may arise from time to
time on quick notice.

ANALYSIS:

CDM has prepared Work Order No. 11, provided in Attachment 1, for engineering services
detailing the scope of work, budget, and schedule for each of the tasks. The fees to be paid by
SWDD for the execution of this work authorization are in accordance with the engineer's
continuing consulting services master agreement. The tasks are listed below showing the
expected completion dates and their estimated fees.

ENGINEERING SERVICES FOR
ANNUAL PERMIT COMPLIANCE MONITORING AND REPORTING - 2009

BACKGROUND

Semi-annual reports of groundwater and leachate quality at the Indian River County (IRC)
Solid Waste Disposal District (SWDD) Landiill must be submitted to the Florida Department of
Environmental Protection (FDEP) in accordance with Chapter 62-701.510, F.A.C. and the
Monitoring Plan Implementation Schedule (MPIS) of Permit Nos. 5031-0128769-014, 5C31-
0128769-015, and SO31-0128769-016. Water levels are measured and samples of groundwater,
surface water, and leachate are collected by IRC SWDD staff in January and July in accordance
with MPIS. Semi-annual monitoring reports will be required in calendar year 2009.

Semi-annual sampling of the 27 (currently installed) Class I landfill groundwater monitor wells
and 6 (currently installed) construction and demolition (C&D) debris landfill groundwater
monitor wells shall be collected in January and July for the list of Semi-Annual Ground Water
Parameters on Attachment D and Attachment E of the MPIS, respectively. Ten new
groundwater monitor wells are proposed for the Segment 3 Class I landfill and four new
groundwater monitor wells are proposed for the C&D debris Cell 2 landfill but have not been
installed and are not included the Scope of Services. Samples from the two surface water sites
shall be collected semi-annually in January and July and analyzed for the list of Semi-Annual
Surface Water Parameters presented as Attachment G of the MPIS. Leachate shall be sampled
annually from the leachate monitoring sites and analyzed for the list of Annual Leachate
Parameters presented as Attachment H of the MPIS. CDM will assist IRC SWDD Staff with the
field sampling activities and the analytical testing will be conducted by Environmental
Conservation Laboratories (ECL), the analytical laboratory contracted with IRC SWDD. The
results of the annual and semi-annual water quality monitoring events are to be reported fo
FDEP within 60 days of receipt of analysis from the laboratory.

The IRC Landfill also operates under a Title V permit (Permit No. 0610015-003-AV) issued on
August 2, 2007, which contains monitoring and reporting requirements related to the landfill
gas collection and control system. IRC SWDD is required to prepare and submit the following
to FDEP and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA), Region 4:

»  Annual Statement of Compliance (within 60 days after the end of the calendar year);
»  Annual Operating Report (on or before March 1 of the following year); and
m  Results of an annual flare visible emissions test (within 45 days of testing).

Task 4: General Technical and Miscellaneous Permit Compliance Reporting

TASK 1.0 - PROJECT QUALITY MANAGEMENT

Activities performed under this task consist of those generally administrative functions
required to assure that the project remains on schedule, within budget, and that the quality of
the work products defined within this scope is consistent with CDM'’s standards and IRC
SWDUDY's expectations.

CDM will meet with IRC SWDD staff monthly for project planning and coordination. CDM’s
project manager will prepare and submit monthly status reports and attend status reporting
meetings throughout the life of the project. It is estimated that meetings will be held on the
average of once a month. Preparation of invoices and project administration will also be
performed under this task.

TASK 2.0 - ANNUAL AND SEMI-ANNUAL SAMPLING AND REPORTING

CDM will assist IRC SWDD with all sampling preparation activities, including scheduling,
staffing, subcontracting, and field equipment preparation. CDM will perform the field testing,
sample collection, and water-level measurements. CDM will contract with Ideal Tech Service
Inc. (ITS) to perform the groundwater, surface water, and leachate sampling. CDM/ITS will
perform the semi-annual (January and July) sampling of the 27 (currently installed) Class I
landfill groundwater monitor wells and 6 (currently installed) construction and demolition
(C&D) debris landfill groundwater monitor wells (33 total wells) for the list of Semi-Annual
Ground Water Parameters on Attachment D and Attachment E of the MPIS, respectively.
CDM/ITS will collect water level data for the groundwater monitor wells and staff gauge prior
to the sampling event. CDM/ITS will also perform semi-annual (January and July) sampling of
the two surface water sites for analysis of the list of Semi-Annual Surface Water Parameters
presented as Attachment G of the MPIS and annual leachate sampling from the leachate
monitoring sites for analysis of the list of Annual Leachate Parameters presented as Attachment
H of the MPIS. It is estimated that data collection and sampling will take four days to complete
per sampling event. In the event that FDEP requires resampling of groundwater monitoring
wells, the labor and materials will be invoiced under Task 4 of this Scope of Services. If the

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resampling is the result from errors made by the sampling staff, IRC will not be invoiced.
CDM/ITS will deliver the samples to the ECL Orlando office for analysis.

ECL will perform the laboratory analysis under IRC SWDD's contract. CDM will assist IRC
SWDD in coordinating the analytical testing activities with ECL, notify FDEP prior to sampling
as required by the MPIS, review and evaluate the analytical test results, and prepare the semi-
annual reports.

CDM will prepare two semi-annual reports that will be submitted to FDEP within 60 days of
receipt of valid laboratory results from the laboratory that is contracted by IRC SWDD to
analyze samples. Services included in preparing the semi-annual reports include:

® Review of laboratory result with respect to FDEP groundwater quality criteria and historical
laboratory results. If review of the data indicates potential errors in the results or
concentrations of analyses that could potentially result in enforcement action, CDM will
notify IRC SWDD prior to preparing the report and request confirmatory samples, if needed.

m Preparation of semi-annual monitoring reports for the January and July monitoring events.
The reports will include brief discussions of the results, water level contour maps, and copies
of the analytical reports a draft report will be submitted for review, if requested.

u CDM will prepare three copies of the final report for submittal to FDEP and will provide one

file copy to IRCSWDD

IRC SWDD will provide copies of analytical reports in electronic format (Validator, AdApt, or
other electronic format accepted by FDEP).

TASK 3.0 - TITLE V PERMIT COMPLIANCE AND REPORTING

Title V Permit No. 0610015-003-AV contains monitoring and reporting requirements related to
the landfill gas collection and control systemn. CDM will assist IRC SWDD, as described below,
in fulfilling all air permit requirements and conditions within the required regulatory
timeframes.

Statement of Compliance

CDM will prepare and submit the annual Statement of Compliance for the IRC Landfill. This
document must be submitted to FDEP within 60 days after the end of the calendar year, as
required by Rule 62-213.440(3){a)(2), F.A.C.

Annual Operating Report

CDM will prepare and submit the Annual Operating Report for the IRC Landfill. This report
must be submitted to FDEP or before March 1 of each calendar year using the annual operating
report form for an air pollutant emitting facility, as required by Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.

CDM will estimate the annual emission rates of non-methane organic compounds and volatile
organic compounds from the landfill gas to determine the IRC Landfill's status with regard to

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operation and reporting requirements of the active landfill gas collection and control system
under the New Source Performance Standards requirements.

Annual Emissions Fee

CDM will submit the annual emissions fee to FDEP between January 15 and March 1 using
completed FDEP Form 62-213.900(1). IRC SWDD is responsible for providing CDM with the
required fee.

Visible Emissions Testing

CDM will contract with a certified observer to perform the annual visible emissions test in order
to determine the opacity of the flare. CDM will provide oversight of the annual visible emission
testing of the flare, notify FDEP of the time and location of the test, and prepare and submit to
FDEP a report of the test results.

TASK 4.0 - GENERAL TECHNICAL AND MISCELLANEOUS PERMIT COMPLIANCE
ASSISTANCE

CDM will provide general technical and permit compliance assistance to IRC SWDD staff on an
as needed basis. IRC SWDD staff is performing a number of the tasks required annually by the
current FDEP landfill permits. CDM will provide support as needed for the SWDD staff as they
perform these tasks.

Thefollowmg is a summary.of enforcement actnntles conducted by the Environmental
Control Office during the above quarter:

1. Pursuant to Hearing Board Order Approving Stipulation, a permitted Sebastian
mobile home park remains vacant. The Hearing Board Order and Stipulation required
the property to be connected to the County water and sewer systems or vacated on or
before August 1, 2008. Due to the availability of public sewerage, County ordinance, as -
well as State law, prohibit continued use of the septic systems on the property. Jerome
F. Sullivan and Mary Ann Sullivan, (Riverview Trailer Park) Case No. 425-07

2. A hearing was held in a case concerning a Vero Beach property owner cited for
connecting a recreational vehicle to an existing septic system without required re-
approval of the septic system. The Hearing Board made findings that the connection of
the recreational vehicie {o the septic system constituted an alteration that creates a
requirement for re-approval of the system. The Hearing Board retained jurisdiction in all
issues in the case, including jurisdiction to order corrective action, and continued the
matter until February 5, 2009, at which time the case is scheduled for further hearing.
After being cited, the owner filed an application for installation of a hew onsite sewage
treatment and disposal system. Fred Mensing et al, Case No. 431-08.

3. The State Department of Environmental Protection is considering admission of a
Vero Beach underground petroleum storage facility in the State funded cleanup program
for petroleum contaminated sites. Pursuant to an Indian River County Environmental
Control Board Order Adopting Stipulation, the owner completed proper ¢closure and
abandonment of all petroleum storage systems on the property and performed a closure
assessment. The assessment confirmed that contamination has occurred. The Hearing
Board Order requires that the owner perform cleanup of the property, unless the
property is admitted into the State funded program. Previously in the case, a $500 civil
penalty was paid; a $10,000.00 civil penalty has been suspended and is purgable,
contingent upon compliance with the Stipulation and Order. The case concerns the
owner's alleged failure to permanently and properly ciose an unmaintained underground
petroleum storage system within 90 days of discovery, and his failure to perform a
required assessment. Park Condo Property, LLC, Case No. 433-08.

4. Pursuant to Hearing Board Order Adopting Stipulation, a $2,500 civil penalty was
paid by the owners of a Vero Beach assisted living medical facility, and the facility’s
Quthreak Response Plan was modified to be consistent with State requirements. The
order also requires compliance with specific measures designed to control the outbreak
of disease. The Health Department had alleged that the owners failed to report an
outbreak of communicable disease (Norovirus) and failed to comply with local county
‘health department directives regarding the outbreak. CCAT 2 Limited Partnership D/B/A
Isles of Vero Beach, et al. Case No. 437-08.

5. - Discovery has been commenced in a case against the owners of a Vero Beach:
" food service establishment and oceanfront commercial property. Previously and
_pursuant to enforcement, the dumpster on the property was moved to another area on
‘the site, where runoff and sanitary hazards are less likely. The owners will be required

to plumb the dumpster to the sanitary sewer system prior to permanently relocating the:

dumpster. The Environmental Control Office has alleged that wastewater from can
washing, mat washing, and dumpster area washing, as'well as from storm water
discharges from the dumpster and dumpster area, have drained from the dumpster/front
walk area and discharged into the public street where the wastewater flows into the City
storm water system and finally onto the public beach adjacent to the restaurant and into
the Attantic Ocean. It was also alleged that the dumpster and dumpster area, which
were in close proximity to a food service dining area had been maintained in an

" unsanitary and unclean manner.  Shore Restaurants —Vero Beach, L.L.C., D/B/A

Mulligan’s Beach House Bar and Grille, et al. Case No. 439-08.

6. Pursuant to Hearing Board Order Approving Stipulation a $250 civil penalty was
paid by the owners of a Vero Beach tanning salon. An additional $1,750 civil penalty
has been suspended and is purgable, contingent upon compliance with the Stipulation
and Order for two years. The Stipulation and Order require continued compliance with
tanning facility laws. The owner had been cited with failure to renew its permit and
tanning of minors without require parental consent. Island Tan of Vero, Inc, et al. Case
No. 446-08.

7. Pursuant to Hearing Board Order Approving Stipulation a $500 civil penalty was paid
by the owner of a Vero Beach mobile home park. An additional $2,500 civil penalty has
been suspended and is purgable contingent upon compliance with the Stipulation and
Order for two years. The Stipulation and Order require continued compliance with
mobile home park laws and rules, and require retention of a local manager for the park.
The owner had been cited for various sanitary nuisance violations in the park, including
washing machine discharges into a drainage ditch, electrical hazards, and
accumulations of garbage and refuse. Richard T. Tallman, Case No. 447-08.
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8. A case was filed against the owner of a Vero Beach establishment for failure to renew
its annual operating permit for a grease trap, failure to ciean the grease trap every six
months, and failure to maintain the required maintenance schedule and records for the
grease trap. Austin Star, Inc. D/B/A Long Branch Saloon, Case No. 449-08.

9. Pursuant to enforcement, the owner of a Vero Beach food service establishment has
renewed its annual operating permit for its grease trap. LGA, LLC D/B/A Grant's
Barbeque, et al Case No. 450-08. .

10. A case was filed against the owner of a Vero Beach food service establishment for
failure to renew its annual operating permit for a grease trap, failure to clean the grease
trap every six months, and failure to maintain the required maintenance schedule and
records for the grease trap. Gwinn, Inc. D/B/A Sunset Café, et al, Case No. 451-08.

~ 11. A case was filed against the owner of a Vero Beach food service establishment for

failure to renew its annual operating permit for a grease trap, failure to clean the greass
trap every six months, and failure to maintain the required maintenance schedule and
records for the grease trap. Alpert P. Ludwig and Michael C. Ludwig, D/B/A Chicago
Connection, et al, Case No. 452-08.

12. A case was filed and Requests for Admissions were served against the owner of a
Vero Beach property which has a broken lid on its septic tank.
