It is requested that the Board of County Commissioners formaily consider the following information at

the Board’s regular meeting of December 16, 2008,

DESCRIPTION AND CONDITIONS

Boat Club Isiand, also known as Ski Island and Spoil Island IR25, is located in the Indian River Lagoon
west of the Intracoastal Waterway Channel, approximately one-half mile north of Grand Harbor Marina
(see attached map). The island is owned by the State Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement
Trust Fund (BTIITF).

From the mid 1960s through the mid 1990s, the Vero Beach Boat Club maintained boat docks and a
picnic pavilion on the island. In 1996, the Boat Club requested that the County take over management of
facilities on the island. To that end, Indian River County, in March 1996, entered into a 10-year
agreement with the State to manage the island facilities (see Attachment 4). Those facilities were
substantially damaged in the 2004 hurricanes. The damaged pavilion was removed after the hurricanes.
Three docks, two of which are in disrepair, remain at the island.

The County’s 1996 management agreement with the State formally expired in 2006. Recently, staff of
the Florida Department of Environmenta! Protection (FDEP) advised that, for the County to reconstruct
and maintain facilities on Boat Club Island, the County would need to apply for and obtain a Sovereign
Submerged Lands Lease. As such, this matter is presented herein for the Board to consider whether or not
to apply for a Sovereign Submerged Lands Lease to repair, reconstruct and maintain facilities on Boat
Club Island.

ATIRCHMENT 4
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ANALYSIS

In September 2008, FDEP sent to county staff a “Request for Additional Information™ (RAI), with a list
of 14 items that would need to be addressed for the County to obtain a submerged lands lease for Boat
Club Island (see Attachment 3). (FDEP staff requested that the information be provided by November 18;

county staff has since requested and obtained an extension to provide the information). The list of items
includes:

+ Submittal of an FDEP Environmental Resource Permit application.
¢ Payment of a $540 processing fee.

o Submittal of a certified survey of the island and associated submerged lands area, identifying and
mapping all submerged resources in the vicinity of the use area.

s Submittal of a detailed statement of existing and proposed upland uses and activities. .
Alternatives

The County has two alternatives regarding Boat Club Island:

L. Apply for a submerged land lease to repair, reconstruct and manage facilities on Boat Club
Island; or :
2. Do not apply for a submerged land lease, whereby management will revert to the State.

County staff*s position is that the County should not apply for a submerged lands lease and should let
management responsibilities for Boat Club Island revert to the State. Given the current economy and
County budget constraints, the County has Himited resources to recomstruct and undertake regular
maintenance of facilities on the island. The Vero Beach Boat Club, which was initially involved with the
island (through the mid 1990s), is no longer available as a resource for facilities repair or management.

In reviewing this matter, County staff recently contacted staff of the FDEP Aquatics Preserve Program
“Spoil Island Project” to discuss.management of the island. The FDEP’s Spoil Island Project is a
volunteer driven program established to aid in the enhancement and preservation of spoil islands m the
Indian River Lagoon, FDEP staff indicated that, if the County opts not to obtain a submerged lands lease
for Boat Club Tsland, there would still be an opportunity for the County to partner with the FDEP on
certain aspects of island management that would benefit County citizens, such as tepair of the existing
boat docks at the 1sland.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the Board of County Commissioners not apply for a sovereignty submerged lands
lease for management of Boat Club Island and let management responsibilities revert to the FDEP, Staff
also recommends that the Board direct staff to coordinate with FDEP Aquatic Preserve staff with respect
to repair of the existing docks accessing the island.

DESCRIPTION AND CONDITIONS

The Board of County Commissioners has awarded the construction contract for the restoration of Wabasso
Beach Park to Ocean Gate General Contractors based on bids received on April 9, 2008.- The work is on
going and is approximately 55% complete.

Since the construction contract was bid and awarded, it has become necessary to include this additional
work in the scope of the contract in order to properly complete the project. Consequently, this Change Order
amends the contract and compensates the contractor for the extra work. No additional time is added to the
contract completion date with this change order.

The work includes providing sanitary sewer service to the Frost property as required in order to meet the
terms of an agreement with the property owner Anne Frost, dated 6/3/2008 {copy attached). The purpose of
the agreement was to grant an easement for the construction of the sanitary sewer lift station. In orderto get
the project under contract as soon as the FDEP permit was obtained, the project was bid on 4/9/2008.
Therefore the requirements of the agreement (dated 86/3/2008) were not included in the original contract and
had to be added by this change order.

It 1s requested that the data herein presented be given formal consideration by the Board of County
Commissioners at its regular meeting of February 10, 2009,

DESCRIPTION & CONDITIONS

At the January 20, 2009 meeting of the Board of County Commissioners, Mr. Todd Marshail
addressed the Board during the Public Discussion Items portion of the agenda. Representing Stow-
A-Way Storage, Mr. Marshall requested that the Board institute a temporary moratorium on sign
code enforcement. During his presentation, Mr. Marshall indicated that his objective was to obtain
more signage/visibility for his US1 business.

After Mr. Marshall’s presentation, the Board asked staff to respond. In so doing, staff indicated that
instituting a sign ordinance enforcement moratorium would be problematic.. Staff, however, did note
that there was an opportunity for more signage on the Stow-A-Way Storage site and offered to work
with Mr. Marshall on the sign issue.

Consequently, the Board directed staff to work with Mr. Marshall and report back to the Board at its
February 10™ meeting. This is the status report requested by the Board.

ANALYSIS
Since the January 20, 2009 Board of County Commissioners meeting, staffhas énalyzed the Stow-A-

Way Storage site for additional signage allowances and has met with Mr. Marshall. Consequently, it
appears that the Stow-A-Way Storage sign issues have been resolved.

According to staff’s analysis, the Stow-A-Way Storage site can accommodate additional signage

based on current County sign regulations. Because of the length of the site’s US1 and Old Dixie
frontages, additional freestanding signage is allowed on both frontages. In fact, the additional US1

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sign allowed by the County’s existing sign regulations could be even larger than the business’s
existing US1 sign if the additional potential signage allowed on Old Dixie were transferred to the
US1 frontage.

Besides the additional freestanding signage allowed, existing sign regulations permit fagade signage
on the storage units, provide for directional signs at entrances, allow the existing freestanding signs
to be located closer to the road, and permit landscaping modifications to improve sign visibility.

During his discussions with staff, Mr. Marshall indicated that he would pursue some of these
allowances and indicated that these allowances would provide better visibility for his business.. He
did, however, indicate that his business would benefit from having a permanent changeable copy
sign which would allow him to advertise reduced prices and special rates. Currently, County
regulations prohibit changeable copy signs in designated corridor areas such as US1.

Stafl’s position is that it would be appropriate to modify corridor sign regulations to allow
changeable copy signs which meet certain design criteria. In Mr. Marshall’s case and in the case of
other business owners, a changeable copy sign would provide many of the benefits that could be
derived from temporary signs such as sandwich boards and banners and would be more aesthetically
pleasing.

As structured, corridor sign regulations restrict sign type, color, and size primarily for aesthetic
purposes. With respect to changeable copy signs, aesthetics is the reason that they are prohibited in
corridor areas. In researching changeable copy signs, staff has determined that such signs could be
designed such that their appearance could be consistent with existing corridor sign regulations.

Because the County’s current Land Development Regulations (LDRs) prohibit changeable copy
signs within corridors, any modification of that requirement would require amendment of the LDRs.
That process requires review of the proposed amendment by the Professional Services Advisory
Committee (PSAC) and public hearings before the Planning and Zoning Commission and the Board
of County Commissioners. For that reason, the amendment process could take several months.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the Board of County Commissioners direct staff to initiate an LDR
amendment to allow changeable copy signs in all designated corridor areas in the County.

BACKGROUND:

The Utilities Department received a letter dated February 12, 2007 from the Florida Department of
Transportation’s (FDOT) consuitant describing a widening and reconstruction project that included
potential conflicts with existing water and sewer utilities that the Utilities Department would have to
resolve. Staff of the Utilities Department prepared a cost estimate to resolve the conflicts using the
Utilities Department Labor Contractors. On June 19, 2007 the Board of County Commissioners
approved the purchase of a total amount of $441,291.13 for County purchased materials and Work
Authorization Nos. 2007-005 ($523,540.16) and 2007-006 ($122,231.45) with Underground Utilities,
Inc and Derrico Construction Corporation, respectively, for labor in the total amount of $645,771.61.

In comparing the construction plans with actual field conditions, there were a number of conflicts
that were not originally identified. Also, field conditions called for the addition of line stops on water
mains because of valves that were either not operational or non-existent, well point dewatering of
wet soil conditions and additional excavation, fill, pipe and fittings instailation that was not budgeted
for. This additional work to date has resulted in having to purchase $157,987.48 in materials and
$109,794.84 in labor over what was approved by the BCC.

On January 13, 2009 the FDOT contractor drove a concrete bridge pile through a 12-inch water
main replacement that had been constructed in September 2007. Although the County and FDOT
are still in discussion as to who is responsible, the water main has to be replaced as soon as
possible to insure continued water service and fire protection to a large area in the southeast
service area. The additional estimated costs for the replacement are $14,600.00 for materials and
$48,000.00 for labor.

On January 28, 2009 one of the Utilities Labor Contractors, Underground Utilities, Inc., informed
staff that there was an additional conflict in US 1 between a 16-inch force main and a proposed
drain pipe in the middie of the highway across from Vista Palm Lane that was not originaily
identified as a conflict by FDOT. The additional costs to resolve this conflict are estimated to be
$29,729.80 in materials and $40,400.00 in labor.
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The total for all additional work under Work Authorization 2007-005 is an estimated $198,194.84 in
labor costs. The total of all additional work used for materials is $202,317.28. This would bring the
total to $643,608.41 for materials and $843,966.45 for labor and a project total cost of
$1,487,574.86.

The Labor Contract will expire on February 6, 2009. The County would be best served by extending
the existing contract and associated Work Authorization Directive through May 15, 2009 with
Amendment No. 1 fo the Work Authorization Directive. It should be noted that this additional work
would be required whether it was done by the FDOT bidding contractor or the Utilities Department
Labor Contractor.

ANALYSIS:

The Work Authorization Directive 2007-005 will be amended by: a) adding the amount of
$198,194.84 for additional labor; and b) extending the term of the contract to May 15, 2009. There
is sfill work in progress on US 1 and it is possible that additional unforeseen conflicts may be
discovered. As a result, it may be necessary to seek approval for additional changes as
construction progresses.

RECOMMENDATION

The staff of Utility Services recommends that the Board of County Commissioners approve an
increase in the amount of $202,317.28 for materials, approve Amendment No. 1 to Work
Authorization Directive 2007-005 in the amount of $198,194.84, and authorize the Chairman to
execute same, as presented.

2. The COUNTY and the Contractor desire to amend Work Authorization Directive
2007-005 by increasing the amount approved for labor by $128,194.84 for a total amount of
$721,735.00, all in accordance with the terms and provisions set forth in the Agreement.

3. The County and the Contractor agree to amend article 3 of the Agreement to extend
- the term of the Agreement to May 15, 2009. The County and the Contractor acknowledge
and agree that the extension of the term of the Agreement is not a renewal, and will allow
completion of previously authorized work in process and work authorized in this Amendment.

SUBJECT: AWARD OF BID FOR BIOSOLIDS FACILITY

Background:

Since 1993, the Indian River County Utilities Department has operated a
wastewater sludge facility at the Central Wastewater facility in Gifford. Over the
years, the sludge facility has experienced difficulties with odor complaints from
the adjoining residents. The sludge facility receives wastewater sludge from other
treatment plants and processes the sludge so that it can be transported to the
County landfill for disposal.

The decision was made to relocate the sludge facility to the landfili. This would
allow the facility to be designed to minimize odors for any residents. Moreover,
by relocating the facility to the landfill, trucking costs can aiso be minimized.

CDM, the Uiility Department's Engineering Consultant developed plans and
specifications related to the new facility. The project was bid out with bids having
been received on Jan. 14, 2009. CDM then reviewed the bids to determine the
lowest most responsive bid. The Engineer's estimate for the project was
$5,441,154. The lowest bid was received by Summit Construction, a local Vero
Beach contractor, in the amount of $4,687,578.00. Summit Construction’s bid
was $753,576.00 less than the budgeted estimate.

Congclusion:
CDM has reviewed the bids and has met with the contractor to determine their

qualifications and experience. In addition, CDM has completed an extensive
reference check on Summit Construction Management, [nc. One of the projects
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completed by Summit Construction was the County Utilities Operation Building.
All references were highly supportive of Summit. Utility staff concurs with the
recommendation.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends the award of bid for the Biosolids Facility to Summit
Construction Management, Inc. of Vero Beach for $4,687,578.00.

. Additionally, staff requests the Board of County Commissioners’ approval of the
attached sample agreement and authorization for the Chairman to execute said
agreement when required performance and payment bonds have been submitted
along with appropriate certificate of insurance and the County Attorney has
approved the agreement as to form of legal sufficiency.

THIS AGREEMENT (“Agreement” or “Contract”), dated , 2009
by and between Indian River County, a political subdivision of the State of Florida (“OWNER” or “County™) and
Summit Consfruction Management, Inc. (“CONTRACTOR™).

OWNER and CONTRACTOR, in consideration of the muiual covenants hereinafter set forth, agree as
follows:

ARTICLE1 WORK

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ARTICLE2  ENGINEER

2.1.  The project has been designed by Camp Dresser & McKee Inc., hereinafier called ENGINEER, and
who is to act as OWNER'S representative, assume all duties and responsibilities and have the rights and
authority assigned to ENGINEER in the Contract Documents in connection with completion of the work in
accordance with the Contract Documents,

ARTICLE3  CONTRACT TIME

OWNER and CONTRACTOR recognize that time is of the essence of this
Agreement and that OWNER will suffer financial loss if the work is not completed within the timés specified
in Paragraph 3.1 above, plus any extensions thereof allowed in accordance with Article 12 of the General
Conditions. They also recognize the delays, expense and difficulties involved in proving in a legal proceeding
the actual loss suffered by OWNER if the work is not completed on time. Accordingly, instead of requiring
any such proof, OWNER and CONTRACTOR agree that as liquidated damages for delay (but not as a
penalty) CONTRACTOR shall pay OWNER: (a) three-hundred dollars ($300.00) for each day that expires
after the time specified in Paragraph 3.1 for Substantial Completion of the 3 work on the project and (b) two
hundred dollars ($200.00) for each day that expires after the time specified in Paragraph 3. 1 for completion
and readiness for final payment.

ARTICLE4  CONTRACT PRICE
4.1. OWNER shall pay CONTRACTOR. for completion of the work in accordance with the Contract
Documents in current funds in the amount of §  4.687.578.00.

ARTICLES  PAYMENT PROCEDURES

CONTRACTOR shall submit Applications for Payment in accordance with Article 14 of the General
Conditions. Applications for Payment will be processed as provided in the General Conditions and the
Contract Documents.

5.1 Progress Payments. The OWNER shall make progress payments to the CONTRACTOR on the basis
of the approved partial payment request as recommended by ENGINEER in accordance with the
provisions of the Local Government Prompt Payment Act, Florida Statutes section 218.70 et. seq. The
OWNER shall retain ten percent (10%) of the payment amounts due to the CONTRACTOR until
fifty percent (50%) completion of the work. Afler fifly percent (50%) completion of the work is
attained as certified to OWNER by ENGINEER in writing, OWNER shall retain five percent (5%) of
the payment amount due to CONTRACTOR until final completion and acceptance of all work to be
performed by CONTRACTOR under the Contract Documents. Pursuant to Florida Statutes section
'218.735(8)(b), fifty percent (50%) completion means the point at which the County as OWNER has
expended fifty percent (50%) of the total cost of the construction services work purchased under the
Contract Documents, together with all costs associated with existing change orders and other
additions or modifications to the construction services work provided under the Contract Documents.

form supplied by OWNER and the application for payment shall contain the CONTRACTOR’s
certification. All progress payments will be on the basis of progress of the work measured by the
schedule of values established, or in the case of unit price work based on the number of units
completed. After fifty percent (50%) completion, and pursuant to Florida Statutes section
218.735(8)(d), the CONTRACTOR. may submit a pay request to the County as OWNER for up to
one half’ (1/2) of the retainage held by the County as OWNER, and the County as OWNER shall
promptly make payment to the CONTRACTOR unless such amounts are the subject of a good faith
dispute; the subject of a claim pursuant to Florida Statutes section 255.05(2005); or otherwise the
subject of a claim or demand by the County as OWNER or the CONTRACTOR. The
CONTRACTOR acknowledges that where such retainage is attributable to the labor, services, or
materials supplied by one or more subcontractors or suppliers, the Contractor shall timely remit

payment of such retainage to those subcontractors and suppliers. Pursuant to Florida Statutes section -

218.735(8)(c)}(2005), CONTRACTOR further acknowledges and agrees that: 1) the County as
QWNER. shall receive immediate written notice of all decisions made by CONTRACTOR to
withhold retainage on any subcontractor at greater than five percent (5%) afler fifty percent (50%)
completion; and 2) CONTRACTOR will not seek release from the County as OWNER of the
withheld retainage until the final pay request.

Paragraphs 5.1.1 and 5.2 do not apply to construction services work purchased by the County as
OWNER which are paid for, in whole or in part, with federal funds and are subject to federal grantor
laws and regulations or requirements that are conirary to any provision of the Local Government
Prompt Payment Act. In such event, payment and retainage provisions shall be governed by the
applicable grant requirements and guidelines.

ACCEPTANCE AND FINAL PAYMENT: Upon receipt of written notice that the work is ready
for final inspection and acceptance, the ENGINEER will promptly make such inspection and
when the ENGINEER finds the work acceptable under the terms of the Contract and the Contract
fully performed, the ENGINEER will promptly issue a final completion certificate stating that the
work provided for in this Contract has been completed, and acceptance by the OWNER under the
terms and the conditions thereof is recommended and the entire balance found to be due the
CONTRACTOR, will be paid to the CONTRACTOR by the OWNER following County
Commission approval of the final Contract payment.

Acceptance of Final Payment as Release. The acceptance by the CONTRACTOR of final

BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:

On October 7, 2008 the Board of County Commissioners awarded Bid No. 2008072 to Derrico
Construction Corporation to construct water system improvements in the San Sebastian Springs
Subdivision for a total amount of $497,229.00. The staff of the Utilities Department had
estimated the construction cost at $697,600.00, and this was used to prepare the Preliminary
Assessment Resolution III Assessment Roll for a total amount of $735,000.00. Therefore the
actual bid amount was $200,371.00 less than anticipated.

After the contractor mobilized and began construction, staff of the Utilities Department and the
contractor met and reviewed the proposed water system plan and decided there were areas where
the water main could be moved to the opposite side of the street where there was no development
to eliminate destruction of private landscaping and inconvenience to homeowners. Also, the
original design included 1,500 feet of 4” water main to try to save money and lower the project
bid cost. The system as designed does provides the minimum required pressure of 20 Pounds per
square inch (psi) when a 750 gallon per minute (gpm) is modeled on a hydraulic computer
program. Staff of the Utilities Department decided that increasing the 4” pipe to 6” pipe would
improve the potential flow and pressure characteristics of the overall water system and make it
safer for the community as far as fire protection. These changes would also revise the number of
4” and 6” valves, eliminate a number of driveway bores, and change short water services to long
water services. This would have the overall effect of increasing the total cost of the project by

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$11,336.50 (See Attachment 1) This would increase the budget for construction of the water
system from $497,229.00 to $508,565.50. There would still be the potential for the project to be
completed for $189,034.50 less than budgeted. Change Order No. 1 (See Attachment 2) has been

prepared for $11,336.50.

It should be noted that the final construction cost, when the project is finally complete, will be
determined by actual field measurements of materials in place and it is possible that the original
budget could be realized even with these proposed revisions.

RECOMMENDATION:

The staff of the Department of Utility Services recommends that the Board of County.
Commissioners approve the proposed revisions to the water system plans, approve Change Order
No. 1 for $11,336.50 and approve increasing the total estimated construction cost of the project to

$508,565.50.

Steven and Shelly Ryan own a 5 acre parcel of property located at 6775 66"
Avenue. This property is the Ryan’s homestead and lies south of 69™ Street.
This site is rectangular in shape with 334.1feet of frontage along 66" Avenue and
is 852 feet deep. The property is located outside the urban service boundary and
is zoned A-1 Agricultural. The parcel contains a 3 bedroom, 2 bath, 2,510
square foot brick/concrete block house built in 1896. The home includes an
attached three car garage, a front entry way and a CBS out building used as a
garage. The house and other buildings are located on the western portion of the
property and are not included in the take.

In order to accommodate the planned improvements to 66" Avenue, the County
needs to acquire approximately 0.966 acres from the Ryans, of which 0.61 acres
is encumbered by a Murphy Reservation. The Murphy reservation was ignored
by the appraiser in compliance with previous instruction from the Board. A copy
of the sketch of the parent parcel, the part taken, and remainder is attached to
this memorandum. Please be advised the sketch and legal description does not
account for the area encumbered by the Murphy Reservation. While none of the
buildings fie within the area of take, the proposed right-of-way line will involve site
improvements consisting of a brick decorative fence, irrigation, landscaping and
driveways that lie within the area of take.

A recent appraisal establishes the value of the entire parcel at $615,000. The
partial taking was valued at $82,300. The partial taking damages consist of
severance damages in the amount of $15,000 and the vaiue of the land and site
improvements of $67,300. Due to the size and shape of the parcel together with
the location of the house and other structures being located on the western
portion of the property, staff is not recommending offering fo purchase the entire
parcel.

In order to recommence negotiations with Mr. and Mrs. Ryan, who are
represented by David Holloway of the firm of Tileston, Simon & Holloway, the
Board is required to make an unconditional offer to the Ryans and provide them
with a copy of the appraisal on which it is based. In the past, the Board has
extended offers of the appraised value plus 15% in order to encourage
settlement and defray possible attorney’s fees. In this case the appraised value
of the right-of-way needed of $82,300 plus 15% would equal $94,645.

Recommendation: Staff recommends the Board apprové an unconditional offer
to purchase the necessary right-of-way from Mr. and Mrs. Ryan at a price of
$94,645.00.
